few markers were chiseled blocks of
granite with names and dates. They
were much newer, closer to the road,
and seeing them you at least had a
name to connect with the depres-
sion in the undergrowth. But further into the
place, deeper into woods that had grown up
since those markers were placed, there were
only stones here and there and it took a while
before you could see that there were rows of
stones. Some were very small, just the size of a
hand and barely poking out of the vinca minor
that covered the forest floor. Some were several
inches tall, prominent compared to the others,
and a couple bore marks of human effort
to alter their shape. Lichens and moss were
on the stones in patches and downed limbs,
stumps and the undulations of the land made
it difficult to see at first that the lines of stones
stretched for a ways and then, looking deeper,
it became apparent that there were multiple
rows, and then the awful moment came when
the thought sinks in that each stone stood for
a person and each person brought to this place
had lived and died a slave.

There is history that makes its way almost
naturally into the public knowledge, history
that’s likely lost for good and then there is the
history emerging.

For the better part of 25 years, driving
Smith Level Road in and out of town has been

for me an almost daily occurrence. And I've
passed the old Smith family farmhouse and
wondered many times about what the past was
like along the ridge road between northern
Chatham and southern Orange.

‘The Smiths were great benefactors of the
university, a historical fact that’s been on record
for more than half a century. That is the part
of the history that has passed with relative ease
into local knowledge.

Opver time, other parts of the history have
emerged, including the family story passed on
by Pauli Murray, who in her 1954 book Proud
Shoes retold the history that so tormented
her grandmother — the story of two Smith
brothers who became bitter rivals over one of
their slaves. Four children, including Murray’s
grandmother, were brought into this world
both slave and kin.

The shame, the story goes, led the family
to move from its home in Hillsborough to a
new place on the road that to this day bares the
family name.

The stones in the woods nearby stand to
remind us that there is much that’s forgotten,
most of it forever. And though there is no nar-
rative, no set of facts and no names to go with
them, there is a history you can feel — one
that unveils itself at the level of the soul and, in
that place, cannot be forgotten or denied.

sually when you're thinking about

exploring a territory, you start

with a map. But in this case, the

territory — the historical black

neighborhoods of Carrboro and
Chapel Hill — was mostly uncharted. The
exploration ended — or, more accurately,
paused — with a map that includes names
like Potterfield and Tin Top and places
like the old Quaker School, the Holly-
wood movie theater and Susie and Bynum
Weaver’s store.

About 1,000 maps of the cultural heri-
tage of these neighborhoods rolled off the
presses in late February to be distributed
as part of the ArtsCenter’s latest Hidden
Voices program. Entitled “Because We're
Still Here (and Moving),” the project is
actually a group of efforts centered on an
effort to help young people explore their
pasts by gathering their elders’ stories.
Local students, artists and photographers
and sociology students from the university
have participated in documenting the
stories and scanning scrapbooks.

The centerpiece of the project is a live
montage of stories, music and move-
ment starring the students, artists and
neighborhood residents themselves. The
performance debut of the piece, written
by Hidden Voices” founder Lynden Harris

The community premiere for the photo
exhibit and walking-tour map, including
a large interactive display where residents
can add to the map, is Friday, Feb. 8 from
6 to 8 p.m.

Harris said she’d like to see the col-
lections have a permanent place online
and she hopes to take the show to other
locations. And while the story-collecting
has paused, the experiences of the past
two years have assured her that there’s no
shortage of stories to discover. *

ee nder the laws of North Carolina, and

under the resolutions of the Board of
Trustees of the University of North
Carolina, members of your race are
not admitted to the University.”

Those words, from the dean of the gradu-
ate school, denied a young Pauli Murray entry
to UNC. She had applied to study sociology
with Guy Johnson and Howard Odum. It was
December 1938. Two days earlier, the Supreme
Court had ruled in favor of Lloyd Gaines in his
suit against the state of Missouri, which had denied
his entry to the University of Missouri School of
Law solely on the grounds of his race. It would be
another 13 years before black
students would enter UNC’s
classrooms, and the burden of
segregation would linger for
many more decades. In 1978,

Pauli Murray, then a graduate

of Howard University School of

Law and an ordained Episcopal

priest, was offered an honorary

degree by UNC Chancellor

Ferebee Taylor. She was eager

to accept the offer, until weeks

later there appeared in the press

a dispute over desegregation

between UNC and the federal

Department of Health, Educa-

tion and Welfare. UNC was

defiant; HEW threatened to cut

off federal aid and charged UNC with failing to
implement an effective plan to desegregate higher
education in North Carolina. Murray felt she
could only decline the honor; to accept it would
have seemed to endorse the university’s position.

Anna Pauline (Pauli) Murray was born in
1910 in Baltimore to Agnes and Will Murray. Her
mother’s family, the Fitzgeralds, owned brickyards
in North Carolina, in Durham and Orange
County. The Duke Freeman Center on Faber
Street now sits where the Durham brickyard once
stood. Her grandmother Cornelia Fitzgerald was
the daughter of lawyer Sidney Smith and Harriet,
a part-Cherokee slave owned by the Smith family.
What we now know as Smith Level Road runs
past the site of the Smith plantation. In 1885, the
Smiths donated 1,500 acres of land in Chatham
County to the university for the purpose of setting
up a fund to aid poor students.

‘When Pauli was 3, her mother died and her
father was institutionalized. Her siblings went to
her father’s family in Baltimore, but she chose to
live with her mother’s family in Durham: her aunt
Pauline and the Fitzgerald grandparents. Aunt Pau-
line was a first-grade teacher, and for lack of child
care Pauli sat in on her aunt’s classes at the West
End school on Ferrell Street, a dirt road that started
with a lumberyard and ended with a dump. The
rickety schoolhouse was not far from the Liggett &
Myers warehouses near West Main Street. She later
attended Hillside High School on Umstead Street
and upon graduation decided to go to Columbia
University. The realities of segregation and eco-
nomic constraints instead led her to Hunter Col-
lege. After graduating in 1933, in the depths of the
Great Depression, she managed to find work with

the National Urban League and then later with the
Works Progress Administration. After her WPA
experience, she attended the Brookwood Labor
College, an AFL-CIO supported school for trade
union members. In a later interview, she said that
“this school catapulted [her] into a radical stance.”

In 1938, she was feeling pressure from her fam-
ily to return to North Carolina. Her application to
UNC was not made out of naiveté — she was aware
of one other black applicant, Raymond Hocutt. In
1933, he applied to and was rejected from UNC’s
School of Pharmacy. She knew the names of his
NAACTP attorneys and she knew he had been
rejected on a technicality — for failing to present

satisfactory “scholastic qualifica-
tions.” When her own applica-
tion was rejected, she wrote a
letter to Frank Graham and ap-
pealed to Thurgood Marshall to
take up her cause. The NAACP
was looking for an “airtight”
case, though, and believed that
her lack of firm North Carolina
residency made it too risky. To
their credit, UNC students and
faculty were generally supportive
of her. The Daily Tar Heel ran
a lengthy editorial supporting
those who opposed her admis-
sion, stating that, “Prejudices in
Southern minds can never be
removed if they are suppressed
and denied by external forces from without.”
While it is perhaps admirable that this statement
contains an admission of prejudice, it was sadly
typical of a range of moderate and liberal opinion
at the time, that the problem of white supremacy
was too delicate a matter to be resolved by anyone
but the white supremacists themselves.

In law school at Howard University, Pauli
Murray continued to wage a personal war on segre-
gation. In the early 1940s, Howard was one of the
only law schools in the country with a strong civil
rights curriculum. In 1944, the student chapter
of the NAACE including Murray, staged a series
of actions at segregated restaurants in downtown
Washington D.C. They were not unlike the
Greensboro lunch-counter sit-ins that would take
place 20 years later — young people entered the
restaurant in twos and threes, were refused service
and quietly took seats at a table. Outside, a picket
line carried signs linking segregation and Hitler.
She graduated at the top of her class, winning a
fellowship to Harvard, only to be turned down
because Harvard did not admit women.

She went on to attend school at Berkeley and
received a Juris doctorate from Yale, then taught
law and politics in Ghana as well as at Boston
University and Brandeis. In 1973, she entered the
General Theological Seminary in New York and
was ordained in 1977, the first black woman to be-
come an Episcopal priest in the United States. She
died in 1985, vigorously writing and ministering
until the end. Her life was so much more than can
be conveyed in this short piece. More can be found
in three books: her 1989 autobiography, a memoir,
Song in a Weary Throat, and a family chronicle,
Proud Shoes. %
