In search of angels
As it looks to a new era, The ArtsCenter wants help seeing its future

W
anted: Dreams. Specifically, dream up an 
ArtsCenter. Then, bring your visions, ideas and 
imaginings to 300 East Main Street on Oct. 21.

That’s the task The ArtsCenter is asking 
anyone in the community to take up as part of 

the center’s effort to get the discussion rolling about how best 
to build a bigger and better center for the arts.

Anyone who has spent time around The ArtsCenter 
director Jon Wilner knows he can be quite animated when he’s 
talking about strengthening the connections between the center 
and the community. Picture that in overdrive, because that’s the 
gear that he and the staff at The ArtsCenter are in right now.

The session on the 21st isn’t to simply pay lip service to 
the concept of outreach, Wilner said in a recent interview. 
“We know that having the community involved is essential 
to our success.”

With growing revenue and community support, the 
center has managed to double its business in four years 
and has built up its development and support staff. That’s 
helped put to rest long-held concerns about the financial 
stability of the center.

“I think we’ve shown a commitment to fiscal respon-
sibility in a way the community can support,” he said, 
including plowing back some of the money into more 
scholarships for students.

The question for the center is now more one of how to 
manage the growth and where to put all the programs. The 
goal, ultimately, is more space. But Wilner said the task for 
now is to listen. Really listen.

He knows the way some organizations handle some-
thing like this is to trot out a drawing of a new facility and 
announce a capital campaign. But the community is The 
ArtsCenter’s lifeblood, Wilner said. And because of that, the 
community has to have a hand in imagining what could be.

It’s no longer a question of whether the 33-year-old center 
can get bigger. It is bigger, and growing by leaps and bounds. 

“We’re not saying, ‘Help us build it and they will come,’” 
Wilner said. “The point is more, ‘Help us build it because we 
are bursting at the seams.’”

Part of the plan is to have room to expand “process-ori-
ented arts education programs,” a.k.a., learning programs 
aimed at children and youth. The Youth Performing Arts 
Conservatory is the prime example. A couple years back, a 
study by the center identified a strong need for programs for 
youth in drama, dance and music. Last year, the center set up 
the first such program — a dramatic arts conservatory. Wilner 
and staff budgeted a modest $22,000 in tuition from the pro-
gram. It took in $105,000. “At one point, we had more than 
200 kids enrolled in the program,” Wilner said, adding that 
there is similar demand and potential in the music and dance 
programs. With a strong teaching talent pool in all the arts, 
there’s no shortage of educators and interested professionals to 
teach. There’s just no place now to launch the programs.

As a performance space, the center is also faced with a 
challenge. Its 350-seat Earl Wynn Theater puts it in a middle 
ground that makes the ticket price for larger national acts too 
high. The Dr. John concert earlier this year was a sell-out, but, 
in order to break even, tickets went for $50.

“We want Dr. John, but we don’t want $50 ticket prices,” 
Wilner said. “One thing that’s been consistent with us is 
that we want to be a community arts center and not have to 
charge Memorial Hall prices.”

Adding capacity would help reduce prices for the big acts. 
There’s also a strong need, he said, to create a smaller perform-
ing space so that more concerts by local acts can happen.

So, if you want to get involved, the invitation is there: a 
center for the arts; a place for learning for young and old alike; a 
place for performances by local and national acts; an ArtsCenter 
of, by and for the community — dream it up; help make it so.s

C
harred timbers mark the spot today where once stood the 
home of the Carney Andrews family. They were the first to 
own the house, followed by Isaac and Bessie Mae Hardy 
(1938-1945), Percy and Lucille Perry Vickers (1945-1956) 
and Susan Barnett (1999-present). This is the story of the 

home at 507 North Greensboro Street in Carrboro which burned 
beyond repair on October 1, 2000.

It was the year 1900 when Carney Bradford Andrews purchased 
a lot on the Greensboro-Chapel Hill Road (North Greensboro 
Street) from I. S. Weaver. The lot extended through to Oak Avenue 
and contained one acre. Mr. Andrews needed a home for his wife, 
the former Inez Lloyd, and their children, Herbert, born in 1896, 
and Pauline, born in 1900. Sometime between 1900 and 1904, the 
brother of Inez Andrews, Robert Lloyd, built the house with a parlor, 
dining room, kitchen and bedroom downstairs and two bedrooms 
upstairs. In 1904, Inez died, and Mr. Andrews took the children and 
returned to his family home at White Cross. He rented the house 
on Greensboro Street to a Mr. Mann. The next year he courted 
and married Nannie Cook, a daughter of Duncan Cook of Cedar 
Grove. They remained at White Cross until 1910. By this time the 
Andrews family had increased in number by four. The children of 
Carney and Nannie Andrews were Vivian, Evelyn, Hamlin and 
Lois. Because Mr. Andrews felt the Carrboro schools were better 
than those in the country, he moved the family into the house on 
Greensboro Street when Lois was two weeks old and sent the older 
children to the local school. There would be seven more children 
born to the Andrewses: Bennie Jean, Raymond, Karl, Everett, 
Phillip, Harry and Nannie Elizabeth. There were now fifteen 
people who called the house at 507 N. Greensboro home.

The boys slept in one upstairs room and the girls had 
the other. There were three double beds in the boys’ room, 
two double beds and one single in the girls’ room. The attic 
could be entered through the boys’ room. The attic held 
grand items, especially clothes which the childreen donned 
to perform plays for their own amusement. The downstairs 
bedroom had two double beds, one for the parents and one 
for toddlers or sick children, and a cradle for the newest 
baby. There was a very spacious central hall, large enough

 for a wardrobe and washstand in the back part, with a large chest 
of drawers plus a hall-tree with mirror and storage for boots in the 
front hall. In the summer, when it was so hot, the children would 
make pallets and sleep in the hall. “Papa” had a sofa on the back 
porch where he took his naps. In back of the house 
were the barn, hog pen, privy and well.

In order to feed and clothe his 
growing family, Carney 
Andrews worked very hard. 
He ran a grocery store not 
too far from the house, situ-
ated where Fitch Lumber 
Company is located today. 
He always planted a large 
garden and the children 
helped him. They had 
grape vines, a pecan tree 
and all sorts of fruit trees, 
including Winesap apple, 
pear, peach and damson. 
All the children helped can 
or preserve the produce for 
the winter months. There was 
always a cow for milk and 
butter, which the girls churned, pigs 
for meat, chickens for eggs and meat 
and a horse to plow the garden and pull 
the buggy. Everyone had to work. Wood was cut, 
meals were prepared, dishes washed, laundry done. After 
the work was done the children played or the family would 
gather in the parlor to sing as Mr. Andrews played the 
piano. On Sundays, Mr. Andrews took his children for a long 
walk in the afternoon, probably so Mrs. Andrews could rest. The 
neighborhood children would join them. It was a joyful outing.

The late Vivian Cook Andrews described another special time for 
the Andrews family. She said that in the Andrews’ house, prepara-
tions for Christmas would begin by carefully washing the windows 
and curtains, then cleaning the rest of the house.

T
he fresh curtains were tied back with something Christmasy, 
often with greenery. The house was decorated with boughs 
of cedar and mistletoe. The Christmas tree was usually a 
spindly cedar tree which was adorned with popcorn, paper 
chains and small candle holders which were attached to the 

limb of the tree by clips much like today’s clothes pins. The tree was 
always placed on the hearth in the dining room. Nannie Andrews 
baked many pies: sweet potato, apple, mincemeat and chess. She 
always cooked ham and other fresh pork from their own hogs for 
the holidays. If there was new snow on the ground, they had snow 
cream. Christmas was a time for visits with family and friends. 
When the cousins came calling, they said, “Christmas gift!” as a form 
of greeting. Mr. Andrews took his children to visit his White Cross 
relatives and took them gifts from his store, such as cheese or candy. 
Santa Claus might bring a doll for the girls and a cap pistol for the 
boys. The older children usually received something new to wear. 
The girls might get a fluffy outing gown or silk stockings. Santa also 
brought mixed candy, nuts and an orange (Christmas was the only 
time of the year when oranges were available in this area).

With a house full of children, one might expect noise and con-
fusion, but such was not the case. Mr. Andrews ran a “tight ship.” 
If two of the children had a spat, one usually went to his father to 
complain. Mr. Andrews would tell the offended child to go out 
and get a switch so he could take care of the guilty party. When 
the child returned with the switch, Mr. Andrews would say it was 
only fair to switch both of them. The father rarely, if ever, actually 
used the switch. His “punishment” was to set the two siblings 
on his knees and sing silly songs to them, such as “Froggy Went 
a’Courting.” It soon became a giggly time with animosity forgotten.

The Andrews family attended Carrboro Baptist Church. Mr. 
Andrews directed the choir and his daughter Vivian played the 
piano. Those were happy days.

Sad days came in 1921, when Nannie Cook Andrews died. 
She was only forty-six years old. Suddenly her oldest daughter Viv-
ian, at age sixteen, had to quit school and take care of the house. She 
grew up in a hurry. All the older children had to help around the 
house and tend the younger children. One time, some officials from 
the orphanage in Oxford came to Mr. Andrews and put pressure on 
him to let them take all the children back to the orphanage. This he 
absolutely refused to do. Well-meaning neighbors would ask him 

for one child or another. His answer was always, “If you 
take one, you have to take them all.” The children, 

who had heard the conversation, were both 
relieved and proud of their “Papa.” 
Mr. Andrews tried very hard to run 
his home so that no one could find 
fault and take his children away 
from him.

The neighbors were extremely 
kind to the motherless fam-
ily. Some of the women made 
clothes for the children. Others 
would invite them over for 
dinner. Vivian stayed at home 
while her brothers and sisters 
went to school. When they 

returned home, she would have a 
snack ready for them, sometimes 
baked sweet potatoes, sometimes 
sweet custard. Vivian also made 

clothes for the family. She gave her sisters 
their haircuts; Mr. Andrews took care of 

the boys’ hair. When they reached dating age, 
Mr. Andrews gave them a curfew of 10:00. Younger 

children had to be in much earlier. “Papa” always had to meet 
the date, and he had no problem calling time on any young 
man who was in the house when he should be leaving. When 
Raymond reached dating age, he was the only one who could 
then stay out till 10:00. Mr. Andrews would go to bed but not 
to sleep. When he heard one of his boys come in, he’d ask who 
it was. Raymond would tell his name and go on upstairs. Some 
of the younger ones would slip in later and when Mr. Andrews 
asked for a name, they would answer, “Raymond”. The next 
morning, Mr. Andrews would tease the boys and laugh about it.

I
n 1921, soon after the death of Nannie 
Andrews, the house, which had been wired 
for electricity for quite a while, was finally 
hooked up to the power source. The family 
had electric lights for the first time, which 

meant that they had a single light bulb hanging 
from a cord in the middle of each room. Later, 
about 1925, the house was connected to city 
water. The back porch pantry was converted into 
a bathroom with only a commode in it. The 
boys rigged up an outdoor shower by tapping 
into the existing water pipes. Laundry was still 
done outside using a wash board, washtubs and 
water from the well. The family had a telephone 
as far back as the children can remember. It was 
a hand-crank wall phone which hung just inside 
the front door. It was used only for emergencies 
or to talk with the Andrews family in White 
Cross. It was probably one of the first phones in 
Carrboro and was shared with the neighbors.

The children soon reached the age to go 
off on their own. Herbert, Pauline, Evelyn, 
Hamlin, Lois, Bennie Jean, Raymond and Phil-
lip were married and Harry was in the Army. 
Mr. Andrews’ baby girl, Nannie Bette, finished 
high school. She, Vivian, Karl and Everette were 

still at home when Carney Andrews suffered a 
ruptured appendix and peritonitis. He was taken 
to Watts Hospital in Durham, but it was too 
late. The father of thirteen died December 11, 
1937. The house on Greensboro Street was sold, 
and another family moved in to make their own 
memories.

Today there are many descendants of Carney 
Andrews and his two wives living in and around 
Carrboro. They have a wonderful heritage and 
lovely shared memories of the home on North 
Greensboro Street. s

little heathens: hard times and high 
spirits on an iowa Farm during the 
depression

The deer of Carrboro were threatening my 
marriage. My husband and I were first attracted 
to each other because of gardening: I liked his 
rototiller, he liked the fact that I was fine with 
his bucket of compost worms. When we 
moved to Carrboro, we dug up our front 
lawn and planted tomatoes. The neighbors 
didn’t seem to mind. The mailman nodded 
in approval. We made tomato sauce and 
pesto from scratch.

And then the deer found us. They ate 
everything: the scratchy tomato vines, 
the beans, the squashpumpkinslettuce-
pepperssunflowers: basically the whole 
shebang. They didn’t appreciate our basil 
or the zinnias, but those two things do 
not a garden make. We tried a variety of 
techniques to make them go away. 
We begged hair-cuttings from 
barber shops and sprinkled them 
around the garden, we sprayed 
the plants with a cayenne mist, we 
suspended stinky soap from the apple 
tree and we hung so many pie plates 
that our lawn looked like a junkyard 
that specialized in hubcaps. Nothing 
worked. We gave up and looked at 
each other, disappointed, over our 
coffee cups.

But then a book came along 
just in time to save our marriage. 
The book is Little Heathens: Hard 
Times and High Spirits on an Iowa 
Farm During the Depression by 
Mildred Armstrong Kalish. It’s 
like Little House on the Prairie 
for grown-ups. Little Heathens 
is not something new under the 
sun—there are plenty of other 
memoirs of the wholesome farm 
life—but there’s something about 
this one that’s just perfect. Mrs. 
Kalish is getting on; her author 
photo shows an elderly woman 

standing proudly in front of a self-split 
woodpile, but man oh man, she’s zesty. And 
she has a photographic memory. And a 
sense of humor.

So, while you’re getting the standard stuff 
about how hard the kids were made to work 
and how far they walked to school and how 
they tamed raccoons and how they ignored 
abrasions that would have had my kids in the 
ER, (etc.), you also get the feeling that a sim-
pler and better world is maybe not as far away 
as it seems, as if it could be resurrected, as if it 
could be hearkened back to, if only just a little. 
Maybe we could choose what we like about it 
and keep those parts: the thriftiness, the sense 
of responsibility, the recycling and, oh yeah, the 
food. Oh boy, the food. And the great thing 
about the author is that she’s not one of those 
pursed-lipped, disapproving, “family values” 
types: she’s genuine and liberal and witty. She’s 
an inspiration, is what she is.

So my husband and me? We read the Little 
Heathens, looked long into each other’s eyes, 
nodded, and began the plans for a big tall 
strong deer fence.

T
his month is always active for shows 
and this year is no exception. But this is 
always a big month for pirates as well.

punk flag ever hoisted.

The old pirate gets his annual honor this 
month when The Cave presents Blackbeard’s 
Lost Weekend. The three-day festival is always 
one of the best ways to catch a fleet of locals in 
one harbor (OK, I’ll stop). This year’s lineup fea-
tures the scruffy likes (hey, they really are scruffy) 
of Spider Bags, The Gondoliers, Coffin Bound 
and Adult Film Makers.

Also performing along the West End will 

be Concrete Blonde singer Johnette Napolitino 
on Oct. 26 at Local 506. Other shows there of 
note are the Sunset Rubdown, Magic Weapon 
and Johnny & The Moon triple bill on the 12th, 
and, on the 14th, David Yow  of Jesus Lizard and 
Scratch Acid performs with his band QUI.

So where do the gypsies come in? Well, 
there’ll be a few around town on Oct. 31, but 
the real answer to that question is Bynum, where 
Austin-based Roma revivalist Oliver Rajamani 
and his Ensemble will make a stop on the front 
porch  on Oct. 21.

At The ArtsCenter there’s Vic Chestnutt on 
Oct. 5 and the Issa Trio on Oct. 20. (Remember 
that haunting song “Calling All Angels” from 
the movie Until the End of the World?) The center 
continues its World Arts Festival with Les Nu-
bians and Masadi Music on Oct. 21 and spends 
an evening in New Standard Tuning with Robert 
Fripp and The League of Crafty Guitarists.

One of the more well-known names stopping 
by the Cradle this month is Cat Power playing 
on the 16th. Joe Romeo, who opens the show 
along with the Orange County Volunteers, notes 
that Chan Marshall’s got a hell of a band with 
her. Reviews of the tour say she’s also reportedly 
clean, sober and on her game live. On the heels of 
the Memphis-soaked The Greatest, she’s fixin’ to 
release a second covers record.

While you’re planning your Cradle month, 
also keep in mind Shout Out Louds on the 30th, 
9th Wonder’s record release party on the 10th and 
Chatham County Line on the 25th . s
