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ACKLAND LAUNCHES
MAJOR N.C. POTTERY EXHIBIT

More than 100 pots and pottery vessels from North Carolina are on display
through March 20 at the Ackland Art Museum, which opened "Tradition in Clay:
Two Centuries of Classic North Carolina Pots" on Dec. 26. The exhibit celebrates the
state's most famous indigenous art form with works by masters from the Seagle,
Fox and Ben Owen families, Mark Hewitt and others.
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The exhibition, drawn from the Ackland's growing collection of pottery as well as
loans from local collections, focuses on two major traditions in North Carolina
pottery: utilitarian pots of the 19th and early 20th centuries and artistic vessels
created in the 20th century.

Pots spanning 200 years illustrate both continuity and change in the forms, glazes
and technologies used by the state's potters.

® Jan. 12, "Tea at Two," 2 to 3:30 p.m., tea, refreshments and conversation with
“Tradition in Clay" curator Terry Zug, author of Turners and Burners: The Folk Potters
of North Carolina and UNC professor emeritus of English;

WINTER VEGGIES
ON PARADE

You may not wander down to
the local farmers' market as much
these days. It's understandable,
given the cold and the fewer pickings
and attendant growers. The season is
known more
for its greens
- collards, kale,
turnip and the
like - but don't
forget about
the cold-
weather offerings of squash and root
vegetables, of which there is still a
steady supply, thanks.

Among those responding to
recent winter-veggie polls by The
Eater, the sweet potato came out as
the most highly favored root crop,
not surprising considering that this
state is tops in the country in their
production, with about18 million
spuds harvested each year.

“| love sweet potatoes when the

weather is chilling like this," Carrboro
Farmers' Market manager Sara Blaklin
told The Eater. “Spicy sweet potato
soups are some of my favorite, espe-
cially if I'm battling a cold."

Also in the root category, beets
were a top choice, possibly a result
of their increasing inclusion in non-
pickled form on
the menus of local
eateries. Lantern's
spicy curried beets
with creme fraiche
and pappadum,
Acme's chilled spa-
ghetti squash with roasted beets and
some of Neal's beet-based sides come
to mind. Praises were also sung for
parsnips and turnips and even celery
root. But strangely, no mention of ruta-
bagas. The Eater suggests a field trip to
Crook's for some Cheese Pork!, where
the mashed 'bagas are a worthy side.

The usual subjects, acorn and but-
ternut, were readers' preferred winter
squashes, with spaghetti squash in
runner-up status. Ho-hum.

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SPARKING CONVERSATIONS ABOUT SILENCE

t has to be daunting to discover in

the midst of a book project that

you're working on the wrong book.

That you feel compelled to write

something quite different from what
you told your boss and editor you'd be
coming out with. It happened, though,
to NPR's Michele Norris, who came to
UNC's Carroll Hall in early December to
talk about the book that resulted from
this disconcerting discovery.

Norris' “accidental memoir," The Grace
of Silence, had its beginnings in a series
of conversations she and her All Things
Considered co-host, Steve Inskeep,
had with a diverse group of residents
of York, Pa. Questions like “Do black
Americans make too much of race?"
and "What does Joe Six-pack look like?"
made “magical radio, because it was so
honest," Norris said, and she wanted
to continue the conversation. So she
started traveling the country listening to
people sharing their thoughts about race
in order to gather material for a book
of essays about race in Barack Obama's
America.

Then Norris began to realize that
her efforts were sparking conversations
within her own family. Her uncles, in
particular, had stories bubbling up -
always over food - in a kind of "historic
indigestion." And their stories, to Norris'
great surprise, included some extraordi-
nary ones about the parents Norris had
assumed to be absolutely ordinary.

There was the revelation that Norris'

Grandma lone, a woman who'd always
dressed as though she were going to
high church, had once traveled the Mid-
west for Quaker Oats with a kerchief on
her head. That job, pretending to be Aunt
Jemima, required the woman who'd al-
ways stressed correctness in her speech
(if someone said a word like “fixin' in her
presence, she'd respond, "Did you leave
Mr. G outside?") to pretend to be an
uneducated slavewoman.

It was a job that could easily have
been denigrating. But Norris saw that
her grandmother had done it in her own
way, with great dignity. Despite her own
mother's anger at the telling of the story,
Norris realized that in traveling to places
where people had never seen a black
person, singing gospel songs and focus-
ing on the young people in her audience,
Grandma lone had done her job in such
a way that she lifted up both her people
and herself.

An uncle's revelation about her father,
though, proved more disconcerting.
When Norris heard that her Navy-
veteran father had, upon returning to
Alabama after World War II, been shot in
the leg by a white policeman, she needed
to know why. With her uncle hazy on the
details and her father no longer around
to ask, Norris turned her literary efforts
toward researching what had happened
to her father, and eventually to what
had happened to other black military
veterans.

The stories she uncovered about the

humiliation and violence inflicted on re-
turning black veterans are shameful. The
story she was told by her grandparents'
former neighbor, who'd seen a car full
of laughing white kids throwing rotten
tomatoes at the immaculately dressed
couple, would make anyone's blood boil.

The fact that Norris' parents and
grandparents chose not to respond to
such trials with bitterness and hatred is
remarkable. Their way of putting injustice,
humiliation and pain behind them, of
moving on, is an example of truly amaz-
ing grace. The grace of silence.

Norris points out, however, that while
there's grace in silence, there is power in
words. And in questions and conversa-
tion. So she encourages her listeners to
participate in a conversation about race
- perhaps by logging onto her website,
michele-norris.com, and expressing their
thoughts about race in six words.

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Ashley Melzer writes the Gimme Five! column for The Carrboro
Citizen's MILL blog (carrborocitizen.com/mill/tag/gimme-five),
in which she asks local bands five probing questions. Below is a
selection of favorites from the column to date.

The Citizen: Describe your typical band practice.

Damron: Typically our practices start an hour later than they were supposed
to.... Cameron, our lead guitarist, evangelizes about his newest favorite band
(currently Dr. Hook and the Medicine Show) and we run through a few songs to
get everyone in the right mindset. If there's a new idea, I'll play through it and
ask for some insight, then we'll run with it, hoping for some lucky spark. Once
we're satisfied with what we've covered (or the beer fridge is emptied out), we
move on - usually to a bar.

TC: If your band were a kitchen appliance, what would it be?

Hirsch: Definitely a Cuisenart food processor. Its power is restrained by its
simple design and the careful attachment of the variety of accessory parts. You
can cut things up many ways, but at the end of the day you're just making salsa.
And everyone likes salsa.

TC: Who/what are a few inspirations or influences that might really surprise
people?

Martin: The name of the band comes from a stray line in a BBC radio comedy
from the 1950s called The Goon Show that | became obsessed with when | was
12 or so. | believe very strongly in the idea of counterweights in songwriting.

If we're working in a very rural Southern genre and with folk arrangements, |
wanted to have a seemingly alien point of reference for the lyrics and concepts
for the songs. A lot of my writing begins with ideas or notions pulled from
postwar British radio and teleplays, even if they don't end up in the finished
song. Kind of like hitting a tennis ball against a backstop; it's fun to see how
your ideas get thrown back at you.

TC: What did you dream of being when you were a kid? How'd that turn out?

Gudasz: Then, two of us wanted to be musicians. One of us wanted to be a
school bus driver. One of us wanted to be an astronaut, pirate, actress, Peter Pan
or a scientist who lived in Antarctica - but especially an astronaut.

Now, four of us are musicians. Three of us are/have been baristas and one of us
is in school getting ready for a Real Job. All of us are pirates.

TC: Describe the last time you totally jammed out to a song.

Huevos: | was working on a song with Missy Thangs and we were laying down
keyboard parts. We were super hype on what we were coming up with and we
couldn't stop bopping around. We haven't worked on the song since, but we
were dancing our asses off.
