President Synguwan Rhee on 8 October named JIormer Minister of
Social Affairs Yi Yun-yong to succeed Chang Taek-sang as Prime
Minister of the Republic of Korea, according to a Japansse
news agency. Chang resigned on 30 September, allegedly
hecause of involvement in the i1llegal entry of the former

anese Mayor . of Seoul into South Korea.
