Rhee might raise the. question of UN opera.-
tional,control. over the.South Korean. Armed. Forces,.and the
equally-delicate problem of_Japanese civilian .personnel used
by the UN forces.

Comment: The UN Sea Defense Command was recently
established.to preclude threatened.Japanese-Korean incidents
over fishing rights, near the.Korean_coast. The move has.been
incorrectly interpreted, by the Koreansas excluding Japanese
but not. Korean.fishing operations in the designated zone.
