One of our staff’s top priorities is to acquire resources that will help our graduates be successful in the future.  As a result, our students have access to an exciting tool to use in their preparation for taking the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT).  This resource is “The SAT Readiness Program.”

“The SAT Readiness Program” is an online program sponsored by the College Board.  Its overall purpose is to prepare students for the new SAT, administered for the first time in March 2005, as well as future success at the college/university level.  The new SAT contains three sections:  Mathematics, Critical Reading, and Writing.  With the aid of this online program, students will be able to practice their skills in relation to each section and receive feedback on the accuracy of their efforts.

English II, English III, Geometry, and Algebra II teachers will introduce “The SAT Readiness Program” to the students enrolled in their classes during the Fall 2005 semester.  Students not currently enrolled in these classes will be able to obtain access to the program by contacting a media specialist before school, during lunch, or after school.  Thus, regardless of your child’s current class schedule or grade level, he/she will have access to this program.  Students will be able to access this program through the use of individualized login passwords.  All login passwords for all students, regardless of their current class schedules, can be obtained from Ms. Haley in the library.

The feedback provided by this program will be very valuable to all students, especially the explanations of answers to missed questions on the practice tests.  Furthermore, this program can be accessed from any location provided internet access is available.  Thus, I encourage all students and parents to take advantage of the availability of this resource.  The program’s design allows for classroom-based interaction for students as well as individual use away from campus.  This flexibility provides many opportunities for our school community to continue its efforts of producing highly-qualified graduates with numerous educational opportunities after high school.
