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Acquisition Information

Acquired by: Professor Martin Baumhoff directed this 1960 excavation to gather information regarding the entry of proto-Achumawi/Atsugewi speakers into Northern California. This project was funded by a grant from the National Science Foundation.



Date of Acquisition: 1960



Location: Site CA-MOD-250, the Lorenzen Site, is located in the southwest corner of Modoc County, in the Little Hot Springs Valley, approximately 15.5 miles north of Fall River Mills, California. This extensive midden site is located on private property, and is adjacent to a hot spring.



Means of Acquisition: Approximately 70 cubic yards were excavated by Baumhoff in 1960. Material was recovered from twelve 5 x 5 foot units, a 4 x 2 foot unit, a 1 x 2 foot unit, and a small test unit, all of which were excavated in arbitrary, six inch levels. All material was screened using 1/4” mesh. Depth of units ranged from 30 inches near the hot spring at the southeastern portion of the site, where the excavators encountered hot mud, to 114 inches at the approximate center of the midden. Average unit depth was 83 inches. Note that only three of the units and the test unit were excavated to sterile subsoil.  



Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: Fourteen burials were recorded during this excavation, although remains were recovered from only thirteen of the burials (No remains were recovered from Burial 12). The remains recovered from the burials are curated at UC Davis. Funerary objects were found in association with seven of these burials, and are also curated at UC Davis. Also recovered from this excavation are 35 pieces of disassociated human bone. Note that all faunal material has been searched for human bone.



Documentation: Details of the excavation are documented in Baumhoff’s and Johnson’s (1968) report of the excavation. Burial records and a field notebook (Baumhoff et al, nd) provide additional information. Burial reports for Burials 1 and 2 (Attaran, 1994) are also available.

Description of Human Remains: The remains consist of the very fragmentary skeleton of an individual aged 16-19. Because of the extremely friable nature of the remains, only a small portion of the skeleton was recovered. Skeletal material  includes 2 molars and 1 distal phalange. The skeleton was found on its left side in a flexed position, oriented south, at a depth of 45 inches. No burial pit was visible, although the grave was covered with a rock cairn.



Description of Exhumation: Burial 1 was first encountered during the excavation of Unit M-11. After exposing the burial, an adjoining 4 x 2 foot unit, designated the M-10 Offset, was also excavated.



The remains were found below a house floor and a rock cairn, although the excavators noted that the house was probably constructed sometime after the remains were interred and that at least portions of the rock cairn are not associated with the burial. The rock cairn consisted of 5 large flat rocks, 2 hopper mortars (1-2901 and 1-2902), a metate (1-2894) and several fist sized rocks. Three of the flat rocks were covering the skeleton, and at least one of the rocks was above the level of the floor and one hopper mortar protruded through the floor. Note that the excavators indicate that the hopper mortars (1-2901 and 1-2902) are not associated with the burial.

Description of Human Remains: Burial 2 consists of the very fragmentary skeleton of an approximately 20 year old female. Because of the extremely friable nature of the remains, only fragments of the skeleton could be recovered. Skeletal material includes fragmentary long bones, hand and feet bones, both clavicles, some ribs, a maxilla fragment and teeth. She was found on her left side in a flexed position and oriented northwest. The remains were located below a rock cairn at a depth of 34 inches, resting on a fibrous mat.



Description of Exhumation: Burial 2 was encountered during the excavation of Unit M-13. The excavators noted that the skeleton was placed below a rock cairn, and also that it was resting on top of a fibrous mat, perhaps of juniper or cedar bark.

Antiquity: Three radiocarbon dates of 510±70, 1470±80 and 3310±90 (Baumhoff and Olmsted 1963:281) indicate an age for this site of approximately 1350 BC - AD 1450.



Associated Funerary Objects: Associated objects include a sample of the fibrous mat and a mortar and two metates incorporated into the rock cairn. Note the catalog erroneously indicates Mortar 1-2903 is associated with Burial 3.

Because of the extremely friable nature of the remains, only a few small fragments of the skeleton were recovered. Skeletal remains include a tooth, two phalanges, and a scapula fragment. No cairn or burial pit was detected during the excavation.



Description of Exhumation: Burial 3 was encountered during the excavation of Unit M-14. The excavators noted that the interment penetrated a previously existing house floor, as remnants of the house floor were evident adjacent to and 3 inches above the deepest part of the grave.

Description of Human Remains: Burial 4 contains the very fragmentary skeleton of a 9-12 year old, found in a tightly flexed position on the back and oriented south. Because of the extremely friable nature of the remains, only a single element, a talus, was recovered. The remains were found at a depth of 40 inches, with no cairn or burial pit evident.



Description of Exhumation: Burial 4 was encountered during the excavation of Unit M-16. Although the excavators found no evidence of a burial pit or cairn, they did note that the skeleton was resting on top of a fibrous mat, perhaps of juniper or cedar bark, and that a light grayish-white material, which appeared to be leather, surrounded the skeleton. The excavators indicate that this material may have been a skin or shroud used to draw the individual into the tightly flexed position. Unfortunately, the material disintegrated into a white powder upon exposure to the air. Only a small sample could be recovered.

Interred with this individual were the remains of a young, possibly domestic dog, were placed in the grave under the legs of the individual.

Description of Exhumation: Burial 11 was first encountered during the excavation of Unit M-20. After exposing the burial, an adjoining 1 x 2 foot unit, designated the M-20 Offset, was also excavated. 



The grave had been covered with a rock cairn, with a hopper mortar covering the upper torso while a metate covered the pelvis and legs. The remains had been placed in a burial pit, approximately 36x54 inches in diameter, and 35 inches deep (The pit began 44 inches below the surface and extended to 79 inches). The excavators noted that the burial pit had been constructed with the use of a digging stick, as evidenced by the numerous markings in the walls of the burial pit.

Because of the extremely friable nature of the remains, none of the skeleton was recovered. The skeleton was found on its right side in a loosely flexed position and oriented southeast. The remains were located at a depth of 74 inches. No cairn or burial pit was detected during the excavation. Burial 12 was encountered during the excavation of Unit M-21.

Description of Human Remains: Burial 13 contained the very fragmentary skeleton of an infant. Because the presence of this individual was discovered during analysis of the collection, position and orientation of the skeleton were not recorded. Skeletal material includes pelvic fragments, hand and foot bone, long bone fragments, vertebral fragments, and rib fragments. The remains were recovered from the 60-66 inch level of Unit M-18. 



Description of Exhumation: Burial 13 was recovered from the 60-66 inch level of Unit M-18. The remains of this individual were not detected during the excavation.

Description of Exhumation: Catalog entries for Burial 14 indicate only that is was recovered from a rock crevice. There are no notes or other description regarding this burial. Note that it is possible that these remains were actually recovered from the site vicinity.



Comments:



Antiquity: Based on the presence of glass beads, this burial dates to the Historic Period, or no earlier than AD 1790. Because these beads may have been recovered from the site vicinity rather than the actual site, the presence of a historic component at CA-MOD-250 should not be inferred from them alone.
