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Acquisition Information


Acquired by: The Bureau of Reclamation sponsored a UC Davis Field School to conduct salvage excavations at CA-NAP-433, a site located below the normal water line of Lake Berryessa and only accessible during severe drought. The excavation was conducted as part of the data recovery project for the development of the proposed Oak Shores Recreational Area. Professors D. L. True and M. A. Baumhoff directed the data recovery project.





Date of Acquisition:  1977





Location:  Site CA-NAP-433, the Indian Hill Site, is located in Napa County, near the west shore of Lake Berryessa, northeast of Putah Bridge. Although the site was inundated after the construction of the dam, it was exposed in 1976-77 as a result of severe drought. The site is located on public lands administered by the Bureau of Reclamation.





Means of Acquisition: The Field School performed a surface survey in the fall of 1976 and returned to the site in the summer of 1977 to conduct excavations. Approximately 3 cubic meters were excavated from eight 1x1 meter units. All material was excavated in arbitrary, 10 centimeter levels and passed through 1/8 inch mesh. Maximum depths of units ranged from 10 to 80 centimeters, with an average depth of 38 centimeters. 





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  No burials were recorded during the excavation, although 37 pieces of disassociated human bone were recovered by the Field School. All human remains are curated at UC Davis.





Documentation:  In addition to the site record and catalog, a report by True and Baumhoff (1985) document the site. Two photographs and brief survey notes are also on file.

Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of this site, which is within the ethnographic territory of the Patwin, is unknown.





Linguistic evidence indicates that the Patwin moved southward from the vicinity of the California-Oregon border into the Sacramento Valley (Bettinger 1995:6) around AD 0. Sites in this area older than AD 0 were occupied by other, presently undetermined groups. Because there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
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
