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Acquisition Information

Acquired by: Jerald Johnson, a graduate student at the Department of Anthropology at the University of California, Davis, directed this 1965 salvage excavation on behalf of the Pacific Gas and Electric Company to mitigate the effects of the construction of a gas pipeline through the area. Assistance was supplied by anthropology students from UC Davis, Sacramento State University, and Mira Loma High School.



Date of Acquisition: December 15 - 26, 1965



Location: CA-AMA-56, the Applegate Site. Located in the lower Sierra Nevada foothills, in Amador county, near the town of Ione, California. CA-AMA-56 is an approximately 140 meter by 150 meter mound rising 5 meters above the valley floor. The site is located on private land.



Means of Acquisition: Approximately 82.4 cubic meters were excavated under the direction of Johnson. Material was recovered from twenty-five 1.5 x 1.5 meter units, one 0.60 x 0.60 meter square unit, and 19 auger pits. All units were excavated in arbitrary, 15 centimeter levels and material was screened through at least 1/4 inch mesh. With the exception of Unit 2N4W, which was excavated to 60 centimeters, all units were excavated to sterile soil which was uniformly encountered throughout the site at a depth of 120 centimeters. Sixteen of the auger pits were excavated in the area bordering the mound to a depth of 120 centimeters. The three other auger pits, placed within the floors of Units 6S7W and 7S8W, were excavated from the sterile 120 centimeter level to a depth of 270 centimeters.



Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: Thirty burials were recorded during this excavation, 29 of which are curated at UC Davis (Burial 29 was left in situ). Funerary objects were found in association with 15 of the 30 burials, and are also curated at UC Davis. A complete search of all of the faunal material in the collection also recovered 298 pieces of disassociated human bone.



Documentation: Results of the project are documented in Johnson’s 1970 publication, Archaeological investigations at the Applegate Site (4-AMA-56). Further information regarding the collection is available from a draft of this report (Johnson 1966b) and from the site catalog (Johnson 1966c). Field burial reports, field notes and photographs (Johnson 1965a) document the excavation of the site.

Description of Human Remains: The remains consist of a 50% complete skeleton of an adult female approximately 15-35 years old. This individual was found flexed on her back and oriented west. The remains were located at a depth of 75 centimeters, resting on a layer of midden.



Description of Exhumation: During the excavation of Unit 8S7W, the skeleton was first observed at a depth of approximately 69 centimeters. After exposing the remains, an adjoining unit, 8S6W, was excavated to ensure full exhumation.

Description of Exhumation: During the excavation of Unit 5S6W, Burial 5 was encountered at approximately 39 centimeters. Burial 4 was also encountered in this unit. Upon the discovery of the burials, Unit 5S6W was expanded to include Unit 5S7W, to ensure complete recovery of the remains. The excavators noted that Burials 4 and 5 represent a single interment.
