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Acquisition Information

Acquired by:  Dr. Martin Baumhoff secured the collection from William Olsen, director of the State Indian Museum in Sacramento.  Olsen conducted the salvage excavation in November, 1958 a few months after the State Indian Museum received a report of partial destruction (estimated at 66%) of the archaeological site.  The land was held in private ownership and used for orchard production.  



Date of Acquisition: 1961



Location:  Site CA-SJO-112, the Bear Creek or Cecil site, is located near Stockton in San Joaquin county, California. The site, used primarily as a cemetery, is on private property.



Means of Acquisition: Excavation was performed by a salvage team under the direction of William Olsen. Material was recovered from thirteen 5 x 5 foot units, all of which were within 5 trenches referred to as A, B, C, D and E.  An additional 5 x 5 foot unit, referred to as Trench X, was placed at the center of the site.  Depth of units ranged from 36 to 42 inches in Trenches A, B and C, and 18 inches in trenches D and E.

 

Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: Thirty-eight burials (two of which were referred to as features) were recorded during this excavation, all of which are curated at UC Davis. Funerary objects were found in association with 27 of these burials, and are also curated at UC Davis. Skeletal remains are incomplete and highly fragmented, showing varying levels of disturbance by agriculture, pot hunting and rodent activity.



Also recovered from this excavation, and curated at UC Davis, are seven pieces of disassociated human bone.



Documentation:  A published report  (Olsen and Wilson 1964) documents the excavation, in addition to field notes and photographs (Olsen et al 1958).



The collection has been cataloged (UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum nd 2), and in March of 1995 a standard museum collection inventory was conducted by Whitcome (1995b). Any errors found in the original catalog regarding inaccurate quantities are listed in the standard inventory. In the following pages, items with corrected descriptions are marked with an asterisk.
