To Whom it May Concern:





Notice is hereby given under the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act, 25 U.S.C. 3003(d), of the completion of an inventory for Native American human remains and associated funerary objects from a site in Modoc County, California currently in the possession of the Department of Anthropology Museum at the University of California, Davis (the Museum). 





A detailed inventory and assessment has been made by members of the professional and technical staff of the Museum. Members of the following Tribes were also invited to participate in the completion of the inventory:

In 1960, site CA-MOD-250, the Lorenzen Site, was excavated by Professor Martin Baumhoff of the University of California, Davis. This excavation was funded by a grant from the National 





Science Foundation. The Lorenzen Site is an extensive midden site located on private property in the southwest corner of Modoc County, in the Little Hot Springs Valley, approximately 15.5 miles north of Fall River Mills, California. The collections resulting from this excavation were accessioned by the Museum in 1960. 





Human remains and associated funerary objects from 13 burials, representing a total of 13 individuals, were recovered during the excavation. Of 14 burials recorded, 13 were excavated and curated at UC Davis. The thirteenth burial was not exhumed. The remains are fragmentary, consequently, no more than 30% of the skeleton is represented for any one individual. A total of 87 objects were found associated with seven of the burials, including metates, mortars, a pipe blank, a charmstone blank, a leather burial shroud, a dog skeleton, Haliotis sp. ornament fragments, Olivella sp. beads, Dentalium sp. beads, a decorated bone spatula, a pestle, a baked clay pipe, one burial pit lining (mat), a scrap of leather, a basketry fragment, and manos. At present, 6 items have not been located at the Museum. Also recovered from this excavation were 35 pieces of human bone. None of these remains can be associated with any of the recorded burials, and are listed as Disassociated Human Bone in the inventory. 





Radiocarbon dates indicate that the site was occupied from between 1350 BC to AD 1450. With the exception of Burial 14, which was found in the site vicinity, all of the remains and associated funerary objects in the collection are presumed to date to this period. The presence of glass beads found associated with Burial 14 indicates an antiquity between AD 1790 - 1857 for these remains and associated objects. Note that because Burial 14 was found in a rock crevice near the Lorenzen site, historic occupation of the site should not be inferred from the glass beads found with these remains. 





Glottochronology indicates that the differentiation between the Palaihnihan languages (Achumawi and Atsugewi) occurred between approximately 1500 - 1100 BC, indicating that Palaihnihan speakers have been in this area for at least 3100 years. The archaeological assemblage from the Lorenzen site also indicates a congruent occupation that is consistent with the ethnographic Pit River Indians. 





Based on this information, there is a relationship of shared group identity which can be reasonably traced between these human remains and associated funerary objects and the Pit River Indians from the Alturas Rancheria, the Round Valley Reservation, the Susanville Rancheria, the Pit River Tribe, and the Redding Rancheria. 





This notice has been sent to officials of the Tribes listed above.  Representatives of any other Indian Tribe that believes itself to be culturally affiliated with the human remains and associated funerary objects should contact Lisa Deitz, Department of Anthropology Museum, University of California, Davis, CA 95616, telephone (916)752-8280/(916)752-0745 before [thirty days after �
publication of this notice in the Federal Register].  Repatriation of these human remains to the Tribes listed above may begin after this date if no additional claimants come forward.
