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Acquisition Information

Acquired by:  This collection is the result of two excavations by UC Davis Field Schools, conducted in Spring of 1963 and Spring 1964. Dr. Betty Shutler directed the 1963 excavation by the Field School and Walter Brown and Thomas Chambers directed the 1964 excavation by the Field School. The Central California Archaeological Foundation (CCAF) also assisted in the 1964 excavation.



Date of Acquisition:  Spring 1963 and Spring 1964.



Location:  Site CA-SOL-270, the Cook Site, is located near Vacaville in Solano County, California.  The site is on private property, and is bisected by Laguna Creek.



An additional site, CA-SOL-254 (Swanson Site), was also surveyed and excavated by the 1963 Field School, although no burials or associated funerary objects were encountered.  All information and materials contained in this report refer to CA-SOL-270 (Cook Site).



Means of Acquisition:  CA-SOL-270 is bisected by Laguna Creek, thus creating two loci, referred to as Locations A and B.  At Location A, approximately 580 cubic yards were excavated from 56 5 x 5 foot units and an additional 333 cubic yards from two back hoe trenches. A total of 22 cubic yards were excavated from six burials in Locality B. All units and burials were excavated in six inch, arbitrary levels with depths ranging from 12 to 108 inches.



Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  A total of 43 burials containing a minimum of 50 individuals were recovered from the excavations at CA-SOL-270. Eighteen of the 43 burials contained associated funerary objects. 855 pieces of disassociated human bone were also recovered from the excavations.  Note that the faunal material from this collection has been completely searched for human bone.



Documentation:  Field notes (Brown 1964a, Brown and Shutler 1964b, 1964c) and photographs (Brown and Shutler 1964a) document both the 1963 and 1964 excavations.  An initial analysis was completed by Walter Brown (1964b), who typed many of the exemplary artifacts. Roberta McGonagle completed a more detailed analysis of the collection as her Master’s Thesis (1966).



In 1994, at the request of the California Department of Transportation, the entire collection was inventoried. The original catalog (UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum nd 2)

was computerized, all unaccessioned items were added to the new catalog database (UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum 1995), and all human remains in the collection were analyzed (Kaplan, 1995).  Reference to the catalog refer to this final catalog.



Burials in this report are ordered numerically, then alphabetically. Burials with a numeric title were excavated by the 1963 Field School and those with alphabetic titles were excavated during the 1964 Field School.  Of the numerically titled burials, the number ‘20’ was not used. As of October 29, 1995, Burials 14, 26, 27, C-7-1 and O-40-1 have not been located in the UC Davis collections and are presumed missing. A record search regarding these missing burials concluded that no funerary objects were associated with these remains.
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Burial 1 (#1 of 43)

Catalog Number:  2-4840



Description of Human Remains:  The remains consist of a nearly complete adult male skeleton in good condition.  The individual was discovered flexed on his right side and oriented north.  Most of the skeleton is present except for carpals, tarsals, metacarpals, metatarsals, phalanxes, pelvis, and cervical vertebrae.  



Description of Exhumation:  This burial was discovered at Location B on the west bank of Laguna Creek at a depth of 48 inches within a midden matrix.  The site maps indicate that this burial was not excavated as a standard 5 x 5 foot  unit.



Comments:



Antiquity:  McGonagle concluded from her analysis of the CA-SOL-270 assemblage that the site was occupied from the Early Period (roughly 5500 BC - 1000 BC) through Phase I of the Late Period (AD 0 - 1500), although the majority of the assemblage represents a Middle Period (roughly 2500 BC - AD 500) occupation (McGonagle 1966:30). Therefore, the antiquity of this burial ranges from 5500 BC - AD 1500, but probably dates to the Middle Period, or roughly 2500 BC - AD 500.

Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The majority of the occupation of this site, which is within the ethnographic territory of the Patwin, dates from 2500 BC to AD 500, although the site has been occupied from 5500 BC - AD 1500 (McGonagle 1966:30).

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Burial 2 (#2 of 43)

Catalog Number:  2-4841



Description of Human Remains:  The remains consist of an adult male skeleton in fair condition.  The individual was discovered tightly flexed on his left side and oriented northwest with his head on its left side and oriented north.  The skeleton is approximately 75% complete and includes a nearly complete cranium, fragmentary vertebrae and pelvis.  All but two long bones are present but fragmentary.  Most of carpals, tarsals, metacarpals, metatarsals and phalanxes are missing except four metacarpals, one metatarsal, both calcaneum and left navicular.  



Description of Exhumation:  This burial was discovered at Location B, on the west bank of Laguna Creek.  The remains were initially encountered at a depth of 24 inches and the entire skeleton was uncovered at 30 inches, within a midden matrix.  The site maps indicate that this burial was not excavated as part of a 5 x 5 foot unit.



Comments:



Antiquity: The presence of Olivella sp. round saddle and split drilled bead indicate that this burial probably dates to the Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC to AD 500.

Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: This burial, which is within the ethnographic territory of the Patwin, dates from 2500 BC to AD 500.

Description of Human Remains:  Field notes only record the remains of one individual from this burial but analysis determined that there are actually two individuals represented.  Individual 3a (2-4842) is an adult male whose skeleton is approximately 75% complete and extremely fragmentary; Individual 3b (2-4843) is a young adult of indeterminable sex whose remains are less than 50% complete and also fragmentary.  Field notes indicate that the individual, most likely referring to Individual 3a, was oriented north in a tightly flexed position on his back with his head on its left side looking east.



Description of Exhumation:  This burial was discovered at Location B on the west bank of Laguna Creek at a depth of 45 inches, within a clay midden matrix.  Site maps indicate that this burial was not excavated as part of a 5 x 5 foot unit.



Comments:  



Antiquity: The presence of Olivella sp. square saddle, round saddle, saucer and split drilled beads indicate that this burial probably dates to the Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC to AD 500.

Description of Human Remains:  The remains consist of an approximately 40% complete adult male skeleton in poor condition.  The cranium is represented by the posterior half of the vault and a complete mandible.  The postcrania is fairly complete and in good condition but is missing most carpals, tarsals, metacarpals, metatarsals and phalanxes.  The individual was found in a loosely flexed position on his back with his head face up and body oriented north; the legs were flexed and on the left side.



Description of Exhumation:  During the excavation of Unit B-6 at Location A, human remains were encountered at a depth of 12-18 inches within a midden matrix.  Both Unit B-6 and C-6 were then excavated to 24 inches, and the burial was then removed.  These remains were discovered superior to Burials 6 and 7.

The postcrania is also incomplete and fragmentary, only represented by pieces of the radii, left ulna, right pelvis, right femur, tibiae, and right calcaneus.  The individual was oriented northeast in a tightly flexed position on the right side.

Most of the long bones are complete and present.  The individual was oriented to the northwest in a tightly flexed position with his head on its right side.



Description of Exhumation:  During the excavation of Burial 4 in Unit C-6 at Location A, a burial was encountered at a depth of 23 inches.  The remains were discovered in a midden matrix with some mixture of sand.  Field notes indicate some mixing with Burial 7, which was discovered slightly below this burial.



Comments:

The skeleton is approximately 50% complete with all long bones feet bones present, but missing the cranium, vertebrae, pelvis, and most of the carpals, metacarpals, and hand phalanxes.  The individual was oriented south in a tightly flexed position with the cranium face up.



Description of Exhumation:  This burial was discovered during the removal of Burial 6 in Unit C-6, Location A, at an approximate depth of 25-26 inches.  The grave was encountered in a midden with some mixture of sand.  Although the remains were discovered at a slightly deeper level than Burial 6, some elements were intermixed.

Description of Human Remains:  The remains of this individual consist of a nearly complete, but slightly weathered, skeleton of an adult male.  The cranium is complete and articulated except for a section of the left parietal.  Most of the postcrania is represented, although many of the elements are fragmentary. The individual was discovered oriented northwest in a loosely flexed position with his head on its right side.



Description of Exhumation:  This burial was discovered approximately 50 feet south of Burial 2 at a depth of 36 inches, at Location B.  Field notes and related reports do not indicate how the burial was encountered but due its proximity, it may have been discovered with Burial 9.  Field notes indicate that there were many small chunks of ash with the burials and a lighter strata of earth under this burial was detected, but the outline was not clear enough to indicate a burial pit.  Site maps indicate that this burial was not excavated as part of a 5 x 5 foot unit.

Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.



Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The majority of the occupation of this site, which is within the ethnographic territory of the Patwin, dates from 2500 BC to AD 500, although the site has been occupied from 5500 BC - AD 1500 (McGonagle 1966:30).



Linguistic evidence indicates that the Patwin moved southward from the vicinity of the California-Oregon border into the Sacramento Valley (Bettinger 1995:6) around AD 0, and Central Valley ethnographic boundaries were probably established by the Phase 2 of the Late Period (or approximately 1500 AD), after which time only minor population changes occurred (Beardsley 1971:177, Moratto 1984:216, Heizer 1936: 88-89, Elsasser 1978:57, King 1978:58). Sites in this area older than AD 0 were occupied by other groups, possibly including the Pomo, Washo and Yana, who lost ground as a result of the Patwin intrusion (Bettinger 1995:4-5).



Since this site may pre-date the Patwin intrusion into the area, this burial may be affiliated with Hokan speaking groups who once occupied the region. Because ethnographic boundaries were not established until approximately 1500 AD, it is also possible that the burial could be affiliated with any of the several groups in the vicinity, such as the Patwin, Miwok or the Wappo. Consequently, these remains cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
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
