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Acquisition Information


Acquired by: Richard Hughes, a UC Davis Graduate Student, performed a test excavation at this site to gather information for his dissertation research.





Date of Acquisition: 1979





Location: The Garrett Site, located along Drews Creek, in Lake county Oregon.  The site is located on private land.





Means of Acquisition: Approximately 1.1 cubic meters were excavated from one 1 x 1 meter unit during the test excavation conducted by Hughes. All material was excavated in arbitrary, 10 centimeter levels and passed through 1/8 inch mesh. The unit, which was excavated to sterile subsoil, reached a depth of 1.1 meters.





Hughes concluded from this excavation that the site was heavily disturbed.





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: No burials were recorded during the excavation, however, five pieces of disassociated human bone were recovered. 





Documentation:  Level records document the excavation.

The antiquity of the remains is unknown, although the presence of two Elko Corner-notched projectile points suggest that the site was occupied sometime during the period from 1500 BC - AD 600.

Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.





Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of this site, which is within the tribal lands of the Klamath Indians, is unknown, although the presence of two Elko eared projectile points indicates that the site was occupied at least sometime during the period from approximately 1500 BC to AD 600.





Kroeber indicates that the ownership of the area surrounding Goose Lake has been disputed, although it has been attributed to the Modoc (1976: 318). There is a clear relationship with the Modoc at other sites in the region that date from approximately 1000 BC and perhaps even at sites as old as 3000 BC (Bettinger 1995:6). However, sites in this area of greater antiquity may have been occupied by other, unknown groups. In addition, remains that date to after AD 600 may be affiliated with the Northern Paiute, who moved into the area from the south at this time (Bettinger 1995:7). 





Because there is no clear indication of the antiquity of these remains, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
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
