Acquired by:  The Summer 1967 UC Davis Field School, under the direction of Jerald Johnson, conducted excavations at this habitation site. 



Date of Acquisition:  Summer 1967



Location:  CA-TEH-309, the Stover Site. This mound site is located along Dye Creek in Tehama County, California, on private property. This site has also been referred to as D-35. 



Means of Acquisition: Material was recovered from eight 1.5 x 1.5 meter units by the 1967 Field School. All material was excavated in arbitrary, 10 centimeter levels and screened using 1/8 inch mesh. Because no field notes are on file at UC Davis, no other information regarding the excavation is available.



Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  Human remains curated at UC Davis consist of five disassociated infant bones recovered during a search of the faunal material from the collection.  



Documentation:  Johnson’s (1984:77) dissertation and correspondence (UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum nd) provide some information regarding the excavation by the Field School. Other documents on file include a manuscript (Gaumer nd) and a report by Jerry Johnson (1967).

Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.



Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of this site, which is within the ethnographic territory of the Yana, is unknown.



Linguistic evidence indicates that the Yana have occupied this area since approximately 4000 BC (Bettinger 1995:4). Sites in this area older than 4000 BC were occupied by other, presently undetermined groups. Because there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
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
