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Acquisition Information


Acquired by:  Jeffrey Childress and Eric Ritter were field director and assistant director respectively, under Dr. Martin Baumhoff, chief advisor, and D. L. True, supervisor, for the Auburn Dam Project. 





This project was conducted by UC Davis on behalf of the Bureau of Reclamation to mitigate the effects to cultural resources that would result from the construction of the Auburn dam. The project area is located along the Middle Fork of the American River. Four sites within the area contained human remains: CA-ELD-90 and CA-ELD-93 had multiple individuals and burial pits, and CA-PLA-101 and the area of the Hawver [sic. Hawyer] Cave both contained disassociated human remains.


  


CA-ELD-90 and CA-ELD-93 were found during the 1966 Phase I survey of the area, and Childress and Ritter conducted excavations for the purpose of data recovery in 1966 and 1967, respectively, at these sites. 





CA-PLA-101, also located during the Phase I survey of the area by Childress and Ritter in 1967, was excavated under their supervision in 1968 and 1969. Disassociated bone from this site was located in unit 7N1W by Ritter, Bandes, and Snoke.  





CA-ELD-16, the Hawver Cave, was found and surveyed by J.C. Hawyer in 1908, 1909, and 1910. Nels Nelson and A.L. Kroeber mapped the cave in 1910 and the site was finally reported by Wallace and Lathrap in 1952. The cave was destroyed sometime between 1952 and 1965 by quarrying of the limestone formation where it occurred. The area of the cave was examined by Childress and Bandes during Phase I of the Auburn project in 1966-1967.





Date of Acquisition:  1966-1969





Location:  CA-ELD-90 and CA-ELD-93 are located in El Dorado County near Cool, California. They are set on a small knoll on the east bank of the north branch of Knickerbocker Creek on private land. There is a barn on the eastern portion of CA-ELD-90 and a house in the southeastern portion of CA-ELD-93. Both sites would be inundated after completion of the dam so excavation was indicated to recover archaeological data. However, since the dam has not yet been constructed, the sites remain accessible.  





CA-PLA-101 is located along the north side of Spring Garden Ravine, on the Foresthill Divide, 7.2 km west of Foresthill. The site is located on private lands.





CA-ELD-16 was located on Highway 49, two miles north of Cool, on private lands owned by the Cool Limestone Quarry. Quarrying had originally uncovered the burial cave, and continued quarrying eventually completely destroyed it.





Means of Acquisition:  Approximately 25 cubic meters were excavated in ten 2x2 meter units from CA-ELD-90 and approximately 28 cubic meters were excavated in ten 1.5 x 1.5 meter units and one 0.75 x 1.5 meter unit from CA-ELD-93. All units were excavated in arbitrary, ten centimeter levels, with maximum unit depth ranging from 30 to 80 centimeters at CA-ELD-90 and from 20 to 120 centimeters at CA-ELD-93.  





Approximately 57 cubic meters were excavated from CA-PLA-101 in fifteen 2x2 meter units. Material from this site was also excavated in arbitrary, 10 centimeter levels, with unit depth ranging from 30 to 110 centimeters. 





A nonsystematic collection of surface artifacts was conducted in the vicinity of CA-ELD-16. 





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  Four burials were exhumed from CA-ELD-90, and are curated at UC Davis. No funerary objects accompanied the remains.





Three burials were exhumed from CA-ELD-93. Also recovered were associated funerary objects accompanying Burial 1, and one piece of disassociated human bone, a molar. All human remains and associated funerary objects are curated at UC Davis.





A single human tooth was recovered from the excavations at CA-PLA-101, and is curated at UC Davis.





Also curated at UC Davis is one premolar recovered from the vicinity of CA-ELD-16.





All faunal material from this collection was thoroughly searched for human bone.





Documentation:  The results of the Auburn Dam Project are documented in Ritter’s (1970) final report, Accession 32, Auburn Folsom Project, Phase II-III, Final Report, and Childress and Ritter’s (1967) report, An Archaeological Survey of the Proposed Auburn and Sugar Pine Reservoirs in El Dorado and Placer Counties. 





The excavations conducted at CA-ELD-90 and CA-ELD-93 are documented by field notes, photographs, and level records. True and Crew (1976a:1) note that a report on these sites is not available. However, Childress completed a burial inventory (Childress, 1968) for CA-ELD-90. Note that there are discrepancies between the catalog, completed in the summer of 1968 by students, and the field records for these sites.





The excavations conducted at CA-PLA-101 are documented by Ritter’s (1970) final report, as well as by field notes, photographs, and level records. 





The surface collection at CA-ELD-16 is documented in the catalog, and is mentioned in Childress and Ritter’s (1967) report of the Phase I Survey of the area.

Burial #1 of 4


Catalog Number(s): 32-9668





Description of Human Remains: This burial consists of an almost complete skeleton of an approximately 30-50 year old female.  She was found on a layer of bedrock, tightly flexed on her right side, facing down and oriented to the northeast, at a depth of 50 centimeters.  Her remains were in poor condition and very brittle to the touch, which could account for the fragmentary nature of her skeleton and the lack of articulated bones.    





Description of Exhumation:  Burial 1 was found on the border of Unit 4N6W and 3N6W, excavated by Parker, Snoke, and Childress. Burial 1 was first encountered at 37 centimeters in Unit 4N6W. Because cranial fragments were evident in the south sidewall of this unit, the excavators expanded the unit to 3N6W in order to recover all of the remains.  While exhuming Burial 1 in 3N6W, Burial 2 was encountered at 10-20 centimeters, and Burial 3 at 30-40 centimeters.  It is unclear whether these burials represent a single interment.





Comments:  The information on Burial 1 is limited to excavation notes, a burial record, and a skeletal inventory sheet.





Antiquity:  Unknown, but the majority of the occupation at this site appears to date to Phase 1 of the Late Period (or approximately AD 0 to AD 1500), as indicated by the presence of Gunther Barbed projectile points (Childress and Ritter 1967:60).





Associated Funerary Objects:  None





Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.





Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The earliest occupation of the site is unknown.





Linguistic evidence indicates that the Nisenan, a group which is not federally recognized, moved from the vicinity of Honey Lake into this area at approximately AD 0 (Bettinger 1995:6). Sites of greater antiquity were occupied by other, presently undetermined groups.

Burial #2 of 4


Catalog Number: 32-5105





Description of Human Remains:  Burial 2 consists of the very fragmented remains of an approximately 45-55 year old individual of indeterminable sex. Position or orientation of the skeleton could not be determined because of the fragmentary nature of the remains, and because the burial had been extensively disturbed by rodent activity.





Description of Exhumation: While exhuming Burial 1 from Unit 3N6W, Burial 2 was encountered at 10-20 centimeters and Burial 3 at 30-40 centimeters, however it is unclear whether these burials represent a single interment. Remains from Burial 2 were recovered from depths ranging from 10 to 30 centimeters.





Comments:  Documentation for Burial 2 includes a burial record and the catalog, in addition to a brief description in the field notes.  





Antiquity: Unknown, but the majority of the occupation at this site appears to date to Phase 1 of the Late Period (or approximately AD 0 to AD 1500), as indicated by the presence of Gunther Barbed projectile points (Childress and Ritter 1967:60).

Description of Human Remains:  Burial 3 is of an adult. The remains are very fragmented, consisting of two burned cranial fragments, suggesting a possible cremation, and two unidentifiable long bone shafts, which are not burned. Because Burial 2 contains both burned and unburned remains, it is possible that either the remains were only partially cremated or that two individuals may be represented.





Description of Exhumation:  Burial 3 was first encountered in the 30-40 centimeter level of Unit 3N6W, immediately below Burial 2. Note that the excavators recorded ash and pieces of charcoal below Burial 2 in the Unit 3N6W, 20-30cm Level Record. This material may have been additional cremated remains of Burial 3, but unfortunately, the excavators apparently did not collect samples of the ash lenses or charcoal.





The burned crania fragments were found atop bedrock at 40 centimeters.  It is unclear whether Burials 1, 2 and 3 represent a single interment.





Comments:





Antiquity: Unknown, but the majority of the occupation at this site appears to date to Phase 1 of the Late Period (or approximately AD 0 to AD 1500), as indicated by the presence of Gunther Barbed projectile points (Childress and Ritter 1967:60).

Description of Human Remains:  This burial consists of the very fragmented remains of at least two individuals. The remains of a child, estimated to be younger than six years old, were found atop a layer of bedrock and consisted mainly of unidentifiable cranial fragments and a radius fragment. The second individual, an adult, is represented by a temporal bone of the skull.





Description of Exhumation: The remains were recovered from Unit 3N5W at a level of 30-40 centimeters.





Comments: Burial 4 is documented only by a burial inventory sheet and information listed on the level bag. The remains are not recorded in the level records. The burial inventory, completed by Childress in 1968, includes a deciduous premolar and a fragment of the left basilar portion of the back of the skull that have not been located in the collection.





Antiquity: Unknown, but the majority of the occupation at this site appears to date to Phase 1 of the Late Period (or approximately AD 0 to AD 1500), as indicated by the presence of Gunther Barbed projectile points (Childress and Ritter 1967:60).

Description of Human Remains:  Burial 1 contains the fragmented remains of an adult, probably a male, as indicated by the muscle marks of the femur. He was found in a tightly flexed position atop bedrock. The remains were in poor condition when exhumed and had been disturbed by rodent activity. Cranial fragments found in previous levels of the unit are apparently from this individual.





Description of Exhumation:  Burial 1 was encountered at the 80-90 centimeter level of Unit 9E2S. Both burned and unburned cranial fragments of this individual were recovered from previous levels, beginning at 30 centimeters. The femur was found at 80 centimeters and the maximum depth of the burial is 100 centimeters.   





Comments:  The burial is not recorded in Childress' 1968 burial inventory.  





Antiquity:  Unknown, although Ritter (1970:536) indicates that the assemblage at this site indicates a subsistence pattern characteristic of the Late Period, or roughly AD 0 - 1920.

Catalog Number(s):  32-5672





Description of Human Remains:  Burial 2 consists of the remains of an adult over 50 years of age. The remains include cranial fragments and a distal shaft of a humerus. The remains, recovered from a rodent den, are in poor condition, with no fully articulated bones.  Rodent teeth marks are evident on the humerus.





Description of Exhumation:  Burial 2 was first encountered in the west side of Unit 6S11E. Cranial fragments were found beginning at 0-10 centimeters, and additional cranial fragments were observed in the west wall of the unit. So that all of the remains could be recovered, half of Unit 6S10E was excavated. Remains were also encountered at the 0-10 centimeter level of Unit 6S10E.  The maximum depth of the burial was 30 centimeters. 





Comments: 





Antiquity: Unknown, although Ritter (1970:536) indicates that the assemblage at this site indicates a subsistence pattern characteristic of the Late Period, or roughly AD 0 - 1920.

Catalog Number(s):  32-5674, 32-5673, 32-5671, and 32-5463





Description of Human Remains:  Burial 3 contains the partial skeleton a young adult, approximately 18-22 years old. The individual was found in a tightly flexed position, laying on the left side, facing north, atop bedrock. The remains are very fragmentary, all found in poor condition and very brittle to the touch.  Many teeth and mandible fragments were recovered, including a fragment of the lower mandible containing a tooth socket, and three molars. The left parietal and temporal are mostly complete and articulate. Four femur fragments and a tibia fragment were found which have an unusual rectangular shape to them.





Description of Exhumation:  Burial 3 was recovered from the southeast corner of Unit 2S11E at a depth of 20 to 50 centimeters. The area had been extensively disturbed by rodent activity.  





Comments:  The burial inventory states that the cranium and mandible were complete when found, although now they are fragmented.  The brittle nature of the remains could account for the numerous fragments.  The pelvis listed on the inventory was not located in the collection.





Antiquity: Unknown, although Ritter (1970:536) indicates that the assemblage at this site indicates a subsistence pattern characteristic of the Late Period, or roughly AD 0 - 1920.
