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Acquisition Information

Acquired by: The Winter 1968 UC Davis Field School, under the direction of Patricia Johnson and Jack Nance, conducted excavations at this large habitation site.



Date of Acquisition:  1968



Location:  CA-SAC-43, the Brazil Site, is located in Sacramento County, California.  The site is a classic Central California mound site situated along the north bank of the Sacramento River near Sacramento. The site is located on private land. 



Means of Acquisition:  Approximately 29 cubic meters were excavated from fourteen 1.5 x 1.5 meter units by the 1968 Field School. All material was excavated in arbitrary, ten centimeter levels and screened through 1/8 inch mesh. Depths of units ranged from 10 to 160 centimeters with an average depth of 92 centimeters.



Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: Three burials were recorded during the excavations. One of the burials contained associated funerary objects that consist of Olivella sp. shell beads and 2 clay spools. 106 pieces of disassociated bone were also recovered from the excavation. Note that all of the faunal material from this collection has been searched for human bone.



Documentation:  The site record (Heizer 1934, Fenenga 1940), field records and photographs (Johnson and Nance 1968) document this collection.

Description of Human Remains: This burial consists of an approximately 25% complete skeleton of an adult. The remains, which primarily consist of long bone fragments, tarsals, metatarsals, and metacarpals, are extremely fragmented but in fair condition.  



Description of Exhumation:  Burial 1 was encountered during the excavation of Unit 6N11E at a depth of 26 centimeters.

Antiquity:  The presence of Full and Square Saddle Olivella sp. beads indicates that this burial dates to Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC - AD 500.

Description of Human Remains:  This burial contains the nearly complete skeleton of a child approximately 3 - 9 years old. Missing skeletal elements include ribs and most of the skull. The skeleton was found tightly flexed on the back and was oriented east. 



Description of Exhumation:  Burial 3 was discovered in 4 adjoining units. Remains were first encountered while excavating the southwest corner of Unit S1E11. Remains of this individual were also found in the northwest corner of Unit S2E11, the northeast corner of Unit S2E10, and the southeast corner of S1E10. The depth of this burial was recorded between 61 and 63 centimeters.



Comments:  The majority of the remains are cataloged as 35-273, Four rib fragments are cataloged as 35-2134.
