Notice of Inventory Completion for Native American Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects for Accession 367, a Collection in the Possession of the Department of Anthropology Museum at the University of California, Davis and Controlled by the United States Bureau of Reclamation





To Whom it May Concern:





Notice is hereby given under the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act, 25 U.S.C. 3003(d), of the completion of an inventory for Native American human remains and associated funerary objects from a site in Siskiyou County, California currently in the possession of the Department of Anthropology Museum at the University of California, Davis (the Museum). This collection is controlled by the United States Bureau of Reclamation.





A detailed inventory and assessment has been made by members of the professional and technical staff of the Museum. Members of the following Tribes were also invited to participate in the completion of the inventory:

In 1984, site CA-SIS-259, the Sheepy East #1 Site, was excavated by Kelly McGuire of the Far Western Anthropological Research Group. This excavation was funded by the United States Bureau of Reclamation to for the purpose of evaluating the site for listing on the National Register of Historic Places. The Sheepy East #1 Site is a temporary camp site located on Federal lands along the shore of Lower Klamath Lake in Siskiyou County, California. The collections resulting from this excavation were accessioned by the Museum in 1984. at the request of the Bureau of Reclamation. 





Human remains recovered during the excavation consist of a maxilla that is fragmented into three pieces and three teeth fragments that articulate with the maxilla. No funerary objects were found.

Based on a radiocarbon date of AD 1340, the presence of Gunther Barbed projectile points, and an analysis of obsidian hydration readings, this site was apparently occupied from between AD 250 -1350. 





Linguistic evidence indicates that the Modoc have occupied this area probably since 1000 BC, although this same kind of evidence suggests that other groups may have traveled through the area since this time. However, the archaeological assemblage from the Sheepy East #1 site, which includes evidence of intensive fish and antelope processing, indicates a congruent occupation that is consistent with the ethnographic Modoc. 





Based on this information, there is a relationship of shared group identity which can be reasonably traced between these human remains and the Modoc Tribe of Oklahoma and the Klamath General Council.





This notice has been sent to officials of the Tribes listed above.  Representatives of any other Indian Tribe that believes itself to be culturally affiliated with the human remains and associated funerary objects should contact Lisa Deitz, Department of Anthropology Museum, University of California, Davis, CA 95616, telephone (916)752-8280/(916)752-0745 before [thirty days after publication of this notice in the Federal Register].  Repatriation of these human remains to the Tribes listed above may begin after this date if no additional claimants come forward.
