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Acquisition Information

Acquired by: The Fall 1960 and Spring 1961 UC Davis Field Schools, under the direction of Professor Martin Baumhoff and graduate student Walter Brown, conducted excavations at this habitation site.



Date of Acquisition: 1960, 1961



Location:  Site CA-YOL-13, the Mustang Mound. A classic Central California mound site, the Mustang Mound is located 22 miles north of Sacramento near Knights Landing, in Yolo county, California, on private land. At least 4 other institutions have conducted excavations at this site prior to the UC Davis Field Schools.



Means of Acquisition: Approximately 900 cubic feet were excavated from eleven 5 x 5 foot units and two test pits of unknown size by the 1960 and 1961 Field Schools. All material was excavated in arbitrary six inch levels. Depths of the units ranged from 18 to 78 inches.



Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: Three burials containing a total of five individuals, were recovered during the excavations. Two of the burials contain associated funerary objects that primarily consist of Olivella sp. shell beads. 95 pieces of disassociated bone were also recovered from the excavations. Note that all of the faunal material from this collection has been searched for human bone.



Documentation:  The site record (Heizer 1934), field records and photographs (Baumhoff 1960) document this collection.

Catalog Number(s):  37-6082



Description of Human Remains:  The remains consist of a fragmentary (only 17 complete bones) skeleton of an adult female, aged to be between 38-40 years old.  She was found tightly flexed on her back with her head oriented towards the north.  The remains represent a single interment in a grave approximately 19 x 25 inches in diameter.



Description of Exhumation:  The remains were exhumed from Unit 3N1W. They were found at a depth of 36 inches.  



Comments:  



Antiquity:  Moratto (1984:214) indicates that other assemblages from this site date between AD 650 - 1150. However evidence from the 1960 and 1961 excavations (See Burials 2 and 3) indicate an antiquity between AD 0 - 500. The antiquity of these remains is therefore between AD 0 - 1150.

Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The earliest occupation of this site, which is within the ethnographic territory of the Patwin, dates to AD 0.



Linguistic evidence indicates that the Patwin moved southward from the vicinity of the California-Oregon border into the Sacramento Valley (Bettinger 1995:6) around AD 0. Sites in this area of greater antiquity therefore were occupied by other groups, possibly including the Pomo, Washo and Yana, who lost ground as a result of the Patwin intrusion (Bettinger 1995:4-5).



Moratto (1984:214), cites the assemblage from another collection from CA-YOL-13 as evidence that the Patwin incursion into the area was not peaceful. But it is equally feasible that the recorded instances of violent death may have been the result of intratribal warfare among the Patwin or some other group who occupied the area just prior to the Patwin incursion. 



Because it is not possible to determine if this individual was a member of the invading Patwin or of one of the groups that had previously occupied the area, these remains cannot be affiliated with any present-day Tribe. 
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Burial #2 (2 of 3)

Catalog Number(s):  37-6083 



Description of Human Remains:  The remains of this burial consist of two individuals, one adult and one juvenile.  It appears from the field notes that the adult skeleton was interred first and then the juvenile was buried atop the adult in a grave measuring 17 x 18 inches. The excavators not that the individuals may not have been interred at the same time. 



The adult remains are very fragmentary, consisting of only the skull and very little postcrania of an adult male, aged between 18 and 22 years old. He was found flexed on his back with his head oriented toward the southwest. The juvenile skeleton is almost complete, and was found in a tightly flexed position on the back. Although sex was indeterminable, it is estimated that the individual was approximately four years old.

 

Description of Exhumation:  Burial 2 was exhumed from Unit 4N6E. The juvenile  was found at a depth of 16 inches and the adult at a depth of 30 inches.  



Comments:  



Antiquity:  The Round Saddle, Split Drilled, and Square Saddle Olivella sp. beads associated with this burial indicate an antiquity dating to the Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC - AD 500, while the Shelved Punched Olivella sp. beads date to the Middle/Late Transition, or approximately AD 0 - 500. The antiquity of these remains therefore probably dates to the Transitional Period, or approximately AD 0 - 500.

Catalog Number(s):  37-5888 and 37-5889



Description of Human Remains:  This burial consists of the remains of an adult and an infant. The adult was found above the infant, but it is unclear if these individuals were interred together.



The remains of the adult are extremely fragmentary.  There are no articulated or whole bones and the excavators noted that the remains appeared scattered. The infant, estimated to have been approximately seven months old, is represented by a nearly complete skeleton.



Description of Exhumation:  Both individuals were exhumed from Unit 4N7E.  The adult was discovered between a depth of 6 and 12 inches and the infant was recorded below the adult at a depth of 16 inches.  



Comments:  



Antiquity:  All of the associated Olivella beads for this burial date to the Middle/Late Transition, indicating an antiquity of approximately AD 0 - 500.

Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The earliest occupation of this site, which is within the ethnographic territory of the Patwin, dates to AD 0.



Linguistic evidence indicates that the Patwin moved southward from the vicinity of the California-Oregon border into the Sacramento Valley (Bettinger 1995:6) around AD 0. Sites in this area of greater antiquity therefore were occupied by other groups, possibly including the Pomo, Washo and Yana, who lost ground as a result of the Patwin intrusion (Bettinger 1995:4-5).



Moratto (1984:214), cites the assemblage from another collection from CA-YOL-13 as evidence that the Patwin incursion into the area was not peaceful. But it is equally feasible that the recorded instances of violent death may have been the result of intratribal warfare among the Patwin or some other group who occupied the area just prior to the Patwin incursion. 



Because it is not possible to determine if these remains represent members of the invading Patwin or of one of the groups that had previously occupied the area, these remains cannot be affiliated with any present-day Tribe. 
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
