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Acquisition Information

Acquired by: Graduate student Peter Schulz directed this 1973 UC Davis Field School excavation.



Date of Acquisition: 1973



Location: Site CA-COL-1, the Miller Mound. Located on private land along the west bank of the Sacramento River, north of Knights Landing and southeast of Grimes, Colusa county, California.



Means of Acquisition: Approximately 35 cubic meters were excavated by the 1973 UC Davis Field School. Material was recovered from ten 1.5 x 1.5 meter units and one 1.25 x 0.75 meter unit, all of which were excavated in arbitrary 10 centimeter levels. Depth of units ranged from 80 to 300 centimeters.



Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: Three burials were recorded during this excavation, two of which are curated at UC Davis. Funerary objects were found in association with each of these two burials, and are also curated at UC Davis. The remaining burial and funerary objects, excluding those objects listed below, were left in situ. Also recovered from this excavation are 18 pieces of disassociated human bone. The disassociated human bone is unaffiliated.



Documentation: An incomplete manuscript, including burial reports (Schulz et al 1974), documents the excavation, in addition to field notes (Schulz et al 1973a, 1973b) and photographs (Schulz 1973). 



A catalog of the collection, with the exception of the faunal material, was produced in 1973 (UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum nd 2).  In an attempt to complete cataloging of the faunal material and upgrade the entire catalog, students under the direction of Henry Schulz produced a second catalog in 1992 (Schulz 1992a) by computerizing the majority of the existing catalog. Unfortunately, not every item was included in the second catalog, and some of the information was entered incorrectly. Also in 1992 under the direction of Schulz, a student began cataloging a portion of the faunal material (Schulz 1992b), but did not computerize sufficient data to produce an addition to the catalog. In 1994, the Museum Preparator produced a catalog for this partially cataloged faunal material and filed it as an addendum to the original, handwritten catalog (UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum nd 2). Unless otherwise indicated, all references to the catalog refer to the original catalog and this catalog addendum.



In September of 1994, a standard museum collection inventory (UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum 1994) was performed to verify that the catalog description for each item in the collection was correct. Any errors found in the catalog, including inaccurate quantities, are listed in the standard inventory. In the following pages, items with corrected descriptions are marked with an asterisk.



It is unfortunate that the majority of the faunal material from this collection remains uncataloged.  However, all of the faunal material from this collection has been searched for human bone fragments and for any portions with burial associated proveniences.
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Burial #1 of 3

Catalog Number(s): 38a-595



Description of Human Remains: The remains consist of the nearly complete skeleton of an adult female, found flexed on her back and oriented southeast. The remains were located within a burial pit at a depth of 110 centimeters, resting on a layer of ash and charcoal.



Description of Exhumation: During the excavation of Unit 176, a burial pit was encountered at approximately 30-40 centimeters, and the skeleton was first observed at a depth of approximately 90 centimeters. The burial pit was excavated separately beginning with the 60-70 centimeter level. After exposing the burial, an adjoining unit, 1.25 x 0.75 meters in size, was excavated. The burial pit was encountered in this second unit (Unit 176 Extension) at 10-20 centimeters, although it is not clear from the field notes or the catalog if the burial pit was excavated separately. 



Comments:



Antiquity: The presence of clamshell disk beads indicates that this burial, in all probability, is no earlier than Late Phase 2, or roughly 1500 AD.



Associated Funerary Objects: Funerary objects associated with this burial include those below 90 centimeters in Unit 176 Extension.

Affiliation: Archaeological and ethnographic evidence indicates that there is a continuous, unbroken relationship with the Patwin and the people represented by materials which date to Phase 2 of the Late Period (approximately 1500 - 1770 AD) at the Miller Mound. This burial is therefore most closely affiliated with the Patwin. In consideration of the available information, the human remains and associated funerary objects from Burial 1 are clearly affiliated with the following present-day Indian Tribes:

Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The similarities in material culture, subsistence patterns, and burial practices between the Augustine Pattern of Phase 2 of the Late Period and ethnographic groups of the Central Valley indicate that only minor population changes occurred during or after Phase 2 (Beardsley 1971:177, Moratto 1984:216, Heizer 1936: 88-89, Elsasser 1978:57, King 1978:58). 



Based on the presence of clamshell disk beads, this Burial dates to Phase 2 of the Late Period.



No evidence has been found which indicates that there have been other groups who occupied the area of the Miller Mound during or after Phase 2 of the Late Period.
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Burial #2 of 3

Catalog Number(s): 38a-596



Description of Human Remains: Burial 2 consists of the nearly complete skeleton of an infant, found flexed on its side and oriented south. The remains were located within a burial pit at a depth of 120 centimeters. Numerous objects were found in association with this individual.



Description of Exhumation: During the excavation of Unit 281, a burial pit was encountered at approximately 60-70 centimeters, and the skeleton was first observed at a depth of approximately 117 centimeters. After exposing the remains, an adjoining unit was excavated. The burial pit was encountered in this second unit (Unit 270) at 90-100 centimeters, and was excavated separately. An animal hide found at 100-110 centimeters and in association with many trade beads was originally referred to as Feature 9, but apparently this designation was eventually used to refer to Burial 2 in general. A concentration of beads and fibrous material, recovered at 110-120 centimeters, was designated Feature 9A, but this material was apparently not cataloged under this designation.



Comments: Objects discussed in the field notes as separate items were apparently mixed and cataloged together under the accessions 38a-968a through 38a-968d. The four divisions reflect the number of boxes required to store the material. No attempt has been made to separate the different items that this material may represent, although Polanich (nd) and Anonymous (1993) have performed cursory examinations of this material.



Antiquity: The presence of a US dime indicates that this burial dates no earlier than 1867 AD.



Associated Funerary Objects: Funerary objects associated with this burial include those from Feature 9 or Feature 9A in Unit 270 or 281, and funerary objects from the darker brown soil located in the southeast corner of Unit 281 at 60-70 centimeters. Catalog numbers for which the description differs from the catalog are marked with an asterisk.

Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: Heizer documented the Miller Mound as a village site inhabited by the River Patwin at least through the Historic Period, or since 1770, until it was abandoned in 1872 (1936:9).



Based on the presence of an 1867 US dime, this burial dates to the period that the village at the Miller Mound was known to be inhabited by the River Patwin. 



No evidence has been found which indicates that other Native American groups occupied the village at the Miller Mound after 1867.

Catalog Number(s): Not exhumed.



Description of Human Remains: The skeleton of an adult, found in a tightly flexed position, was located within a burial pit at a depth of more than 140 centimeters. Objects found in association and directly above this individual were collected, although the skeleton was not disturbed.



Description of Exhumation: During the excavation of Unit 231, a burial pit was encountered at approximately 20-30 centimeters, and was referred to as the Pit area. The Pit area was excavated separately beginning with the 60-70 centimeter level, and the skeleton was first observed at a depth in excess of 140 centimeters. The Pit area was also found in Unit 270, at a depth of 20-30 centimeters, but it was apparently not excavated separately, although during the excavation of Unit 270, the Pit area was referred to as Feature 7 in the level records. Additional associated features found in Unit 270 include Feature 7A, which consists of basket fragments and associated saltbush seeds (Atriplex spp.), and Feature 7B, a metal pan. 



Comments:



Antiquity: The presence of trade beads indicates that this burial dates to the Historic Period, or no earlier than 1800 AD.



Unassociated Funerary Objects: Funerary objects associated with this burial include those labeled Feature 7, Feature 7A or Feature 7B from Unit 270 or 231, and those from Unit 231 within the Pit area first noted at 20-30 centimeters. Because the human remains with which these funerary objects are associated are not curated here, these objects are considered Unassociated Funerary Objects (43 CFR 10.2(b)(4)) for the purposes of the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act. Although beyond the scope of the inventory (43 CFR 10.9(a)), these items are listed here for consistency in reporting.
