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Acquisition Information


Acquired by:  Material from Site Murieta Recreation Area 1 was collected by Charles Slaymaker and Suzanne Griset while conducting an archaeological testing at a nearby site prior to the development of the area.





Date of Acquisition:  1987





Location:  The remains were found along the south bank of the Consumnes River, near Rancho Murieta, in Sacramento County, California.





Means of Acquisition:  One femur fragment was discovered eroding out of a drainage ditch and was subsequently collected.





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  This collection consists entirely of one femur fragment.





Documentation:  A site record and photographs (Slaymaker and Griset 1987) document this collection.

Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.





Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of this site, which is within the ethnographic territory of the Miwok, is unknown.





Linguistic evidence indicates that between approximately 2500 BC and AD 0, the Yokuts expanded from the Delta into the area (Bettinger 1995:5). Prior to the Yokut expansion, sites in this vicinity were probably occupied by Hokan speakers, perhaps ancestors of the Pomo or Washoe. By approximately AD 0, the Miwok were probably present in the region (Bettinger 1995:5). 





Because the antiquity of the remains is unknown, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe. 
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
