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Acquisition Information


Acquired by:  Professor Martin Baumhoff directed this 1964 salvage excavation. UC Davis was contacted by the property owner to conduct salvage excavations after a burial was disturbed by machinery clearing the land for cultivation.





Date of Acquisition: July 10, 1964.





Location: CA-YOL-117, the Glide Site. Located between West Sacramento and in Yolo County, California, this mound site originally rose approximately 5 feet above the surrounding area. The site, now destroyed, is located on private land. 





Means of Acquisition: While leveling the mound in order to plant rice, the owner discovered the burials, and then contacted UC Davis so that salvage excavations might be performed. While there is no information available regarding the scope or conduct of the excavation, the excavators did record that all of the burials were located within a hard brown midden deposited on a yellow clay base. 





Because there had been extensive cultivation of the land surrounding the mound in the past, no additional testing of the area was conducted.





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  Four burials were recorded during this excavation, three of which are curated at UC Davis. Funerary objects were associated with each of these three burials, and are also curated at UC Davis. The remaining burial and funerary objects, excluding those objects listed below (See Burial 1), were destroyed prior to Dr. Baumhoff’s arrival at the site.





Documentation:  Results of the excavation are documented in Baumhoff’s (1964a) burial records, the site record prepared by Johnson (1971), and the collection catalog (Baumhoff 1964b).
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Burial 1 of 4


Catalog Number(s):  4-50





Description of Human Remains:  No human remains were recovered from Burial 1. This burial was destroyed by heavy machinery during the leveling of the mound prior to Dr. Baumhoff’s arrival at the site. However, at least some objects found in association with this individual were recovered.


 


Description of Exhumation:  The remains of this individual were not recovered.





Comments:





Antiquity:  Two arrow points suggest that this burial dates to the Late Period, but the presence of a dart point indicates a date within the Middle Period (approximately 2500 BC to AD 500). Because 3 Banjo (dancer effigy?) Abalone (Haliotis rufescens) ornaments are also associated, it is most likely that this burial dates to the Late Period, or approximately AD 0 to AD 1920.  





Unassociated Funerary Objects: Because the human remains with which these funerary objects are associated are not curated here, these objects are considered Unassociated Funerary Objects (43 CFR 10.2(b)(4)) for the purposes of the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act. Although beyond the scope of the inventory (43 CFR 10.9(a)), these items are listed here for consistency in reporting.

Because it is not possible to determine if the individual with which these objects were associated was a member of the invading Patwin or of one of the groups that had previously occupied the area, these objects cannot be affiliated. 
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Burial 2 of 4


Catalog Number(s):  4-51





Description of the Remains:  The remains consist of the 75% complete skeleton of an approximately 22-24 year old male. Missing skeletal material includes teeth, carpals, metacarpals, and phalanxes. The individual was oriented west and was found in a nearly extended position, with his legs only slightly bent.





Description of Exhumation:  The burial was found within a layer of hard brown midden at an unrecorded depth. Burials 2, 3, and 4 were apparently interred together.





Comments:  At least one arrow point fragment was embedded in the lumbar vertebrae of this individual.





Antiquity:  The arrow points associated with this burial resemble the Stockton series, indicating that this burial dates to the Late Period, or approximately AD 0 to AD 1920.

Description of the Remains:  The remains consist of the 50% complete skeleton of an approximately 18 year old male. Missing skeletal material includes teeth, long bones, carpals, metacarpals, phalanxes, metatarsals, and cranial fragments. The individual was oriented west and was in an extended position on his left side.





Description of Exhumation: The burial was found within a layer of hard brown midden at an unrecorded depth. Burials 2, 3, and 4 were apparently interred together.





Comments: Arrow point fragments were found embedded in the thoracic and lumbar vertebrae.





Antiquity: The arrow points associated with this burial resemble the Stockton series, indicating that this burial dates to the Late Period, or approximately AD 0 to AD 1920.

Catalog Number(s):  4-53





Description of the Remains:  The remains consist of the 90% complete skeleton of an approximately 18-21 year old male. Missing skeletal material includes carpals, tarsals, and phalanxes. The individual was in a tightly flexed position, oriented east and facing down.





Description of Exhumation: The burial was found within a layer of hard brown midden at an unrecorded depth. Burials 2, 3, and 4 were apparently interred together.





Comments:





Antiquity: The projectile points associated with this burial resemble the Stockton series, indicating that this burial dates to the Late Period, or approximately AD 0 to AD 1920. Although the presence of the large leaf point might indicate a date within the Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC to AD 500, because this particular point is serrated in the tradition of Stockton Series points, it is more likely that this point also dates to the Late Period.
