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Acquisition Information


Acquired by: Patricia Johnson, Eric Ritter, and Peter Jensen directed this Spring 1968 UC Davis Field School excavation.





Date of Acquisition: 1968.





Location: CA-YOL-130 is a small open site located within an orchard on private land in Capay Valley just north of the town of Guinda, in Yolo County, California.





Means of Acquisition:  Approximately 7 cubic meters were excavated by the 1968 Field School. Material was recovered from five 1.5 x 1.5 meter units, all of which were excavated in arbitrary, 10 centimeter levels. All material was screened using 1/8” mesh. Depth of units ranged from 40 to 80 centimeters with an average depth of 62 centimeters. 





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: Though two burials were recorded during the excavations, neither were exhumed. However, a single piece of ocher that was associated with Burial 1 was recovered. No remains or associated objects were recovered from Burial 2. In addition to the piece of ocher associated with Burial 1, 8 pieces of disassociated human bone were also recovered during the excavation and are curated at UC Davis. Note that all faunal material has been searched for human bone.

Catalog Number(s): Not exhumed





Description of Human Remains:  Field notes indicate that these remains were found within a burial pit that was encountered in Unit 1S3W, also referred to as Unit 3, at a depth in excess of 80 centimeters. A physical description of the remains was not recorded. Note that the human remains were left in situ. 





Description of Exhumation:  Not exhumed.

Unassociated Funerary Objects: Because the human remains with which this funerary object are associated are not curated here, this object is considered an Unassociated Funerary Object (43 CFR 10.2(b)(4)) for the purposes of the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act.
