Acquisition Information 


Acquired by: Professor D. L. True and graduate student Patricia Johnson directed this 1968 UC Davis Field School excavation. 





Date of Acquisition: April-August, 1968.





Location: CA-YOL-110 (formerly Yolo D8), the Karn Site, is a midden-mound deposit located in Capay Valley in Yolo County, California. 





Means of Acquisition: Approximately 70 cubic meters were excavated by the 1968 Field School. Material was recovered from 24 1.5 x 1.5 meter units, 3 0.75 x 1.5 meter units, and a 0.28 x 0.85 meter unit; all of which were excavated in arbitrary, 10 centimeter levels. An auger pit, 8 centimeters in diameter, was drilled in unit G-39 from a depth of 170 to 337 centimeters. All material was screened using 1/8” mesh. Depth of units ranged from 10 to 310 centimeters. Average unit depth was 160 centimeters. Note that all 27 units were excavated to sterile.  





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: Sixteen burials were recorded during this excavation, all of which are curated at UC Davis. Funerary objects were found in association with 11 of the burials, and are also curated at UC Davis. Also recovered from this excavation are 263 pieces of disassociated human bone. Note that all faunal material has been searched for human bone.





Documentation: Field notes, photographs (Johnson 1968a) and burial records (Johnson 1968b) document the excavation, and a site record (Johnson 1968c) provides additional information.

Description of Human Remains: The remains consist of a 60% complete skeleton of an approximately 21-41 year old male. Missing skeletal material includes hand and feet bones, cranial fragments, right humerus, and teeth. The skeleton was found in a loosely flexed position and oriented north. The remains were located at a depth of 120 centimeters.





Description of Exhumation: Burial 1 was first encountered at approximately 100 centimeters during the excavation of Unit G-36.

Missing skeletal material includes carpals, tarsals, phalanxes, vertebra, and teeth. The skeleton was found tightly flexed and oriented southeast. The remains were located at a depth of 110 centimeters.





Description of Exhumation: Burial 2 was first encountered at approximately 70 centimeters during the excavation of Unit G-44.

Antiquity: The presence of an Olivella sp. normal saucer bead suggests that this burial dates no earlier than the Middle Period, or 2500 BC to AD 500.

Description of Human Remains: This burial contains the fragmentary skeletons of two individuals. The first individual, a female approximately 25-45 years old, is represented by a 70% complete skeleton. Missing skeletal material includes ribs, feet and hand bones, and vertebrae. The skeleton was found in a tightly flexed position, oriented north, and was resting at a depth of 112 centimeters. Accompanying the skeleton were 12 cranial fragments belonging to an infant. Sex position and orientation of the infant are unknown.





Description of Exhumation: Burial 4 was first encountered at 80 centimeters during the excavation of Unit G-46. Upon finding the skeleton, the unit was expanded to include Unit H-46A, approximately 0.75 x 1.5 meters in size, ensuring full exhumation. 





Comments: The infant remains were not identified in the original burial records.

Upon finding the skeleton, the unit was expanded to include Unit F-35B, approximately 0.15 x 0.72 meters in size, ensuring full exhumation. Burial 6 was disturbed by the interment of Burial 8.

Description of Human Remains: The remains consist of two fragmentary skeletons. The first individual, a female approximately 25-35 years old, is represented by a 30% complete skeleton. Skeletal material includes long bones, cranial vault, ribs, vertebra, and phalanxes. (The radius is cataloged 41-3097 while 3 rib fragments and 1 carpal are cataloged 41-3118). The skeleton was found in a tightly flexed position on its back and oriented east. The second individual, an infant of indeterminable sex and age, is represented by an ischium, left scapula, indeterminate long bone, and vertebral arch.  Both were found at a depth of 120 centimeters. 





Description of Exhumation: Burial 9 was encountered at 80 centimeters during the excavation of Unit G-41. After finding the remains, the unit was expanded by a 0.15 x 0.72 meter unit, ensuring full exhumation.





Comments: The remains of the infant were not identified in the original burial records, they were however, mentioned in the a later burial report (Garlinghouse, Gelespi and Hider 1991).

Skeletal material present consists of long bones, a pelvic fragment, cranial fragments, maxilla with articulating teeth, metacarpals and metatarsals, and phalanxes. (One rib fragment is cataloged 41-3158; an incisor, 2 distal phalanxes and 3 proximal phalanxes are cataloged 41-3132; three teeth, metacarpals, metatarsals, tarsals, and some rib fragments are cataloged 41-3207; and 3 proximal phalanxes and one distal phalanx are cataloged 41-3214.) Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The earliest occupation of this site, which is within the ethnographic territory of the Patwin, is unknown.





Linguistic evidence indicates that the Patwin moved southward from the vicinity of the California-Oregon border into the Sacramento Valley (Bettinger 1995:6) around AD 0, and Central Valley ethnographic boundaries were probably established by the Phase 2 of the Late Period (or approximately 1500 AD), after which time only minor population changes occurred (Beardsley 1971:177, Moratto 1984:216, Heizer 1936: 88-89, Elsasser 1978:57, King 1978:58). Sites in this area older than AD 0 were occupied by other groups, possibly including the Pomo, Washo and Yana, who lost ground as a result of the Patwin intrusion (Bettinger 1995:4-5).





Since the antiquity of the remains is unknown, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
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
