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Acquisition Information


Acquired by:  Material from CA-SOL-364 was salvaged by Robert L. Bettinger and Michael Delacorte, both from the University of California at Davis.





Date of Acquisition:  1985





Location:  CA-SOL-364 is located near the junction of Rockville and Suisun Valley roads on private property in Solano County, California.





Means of Acquisition:  A backhoe operator uncovered human remains during the excavation of a trench for the installation of utility cables, and so notified the Solano County Coroner. The Coroner then asked Bettinger and Delecorte to examine the site to determine if the remains were Native American. Bettinger and Delecorte did confirm that the remains were Native American, and also aided in the recovery of the remains from the trench. 





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  At least one complete individual plus the disturbed remains of possibly 8 individuals were removed from the trench. With the exception of a single piece of human bone that is currently curated at the UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum, all human remains recovered from this sited were transferred to the Native American Heritage Commission.  





Documentation:  A site record documents the recovery of the remains, as well as field notes compiled by Bettinger and Delacorte (1985).

Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of this site, which is within the ethnographic territory of the Patwin, is unknown.





Linguistic evidence indicates that the Patwin moved southward from the vicinity of the California-Oregon border into the Sacramento Valley (Bettinger 1995:6) around AD 0. Sites in this area older than AD 0 were occupied by other, presently undetermined groups. Because there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
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
