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Acquisition Information


Acquired by:  Skeletal material from Accession 429 was discovered by a workman while pouring cement. The remains were donated to the UC Davis Anthropology Museum by the San Joaquin County Sheriff-Coroner.





Date of Acquisition:  June 29, 1973





Location:  The remains were discovered east of Terminus, near the Tower Park area in San Joaquin County, California on private property.





Means of Acquisition:  While pouring cement, a workman discovered human remains and so contacted the San Joaquin County Sheriff-Coroner. The Coroner sent the remains to the UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum for confirmation that they were Native American. The remains were eventually donated to the Museum.





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  One partial skeleton of an adult male was discovered by the workman. No funerary objects accompanied the remains.





Documentation: A report by the Sheriff-Coroner’s office in Stockton documents the discovery of these remains.

Description of Human Remains:  The remains consist of an approximately 75% complete skeleton of an adult male.  Missing skeletal material includes most of the cranium.  Skeletal material that is present is in good condition and nearly complete.





Description of Exhumation:  The remains were discovered by a workman while he was clearing an area to pour cement.

Antiquity:  Unknown





Associated Funerary Objects:  None





Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.





Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of these remains, which were found within the ethnographic territory of the Miwok, is unknown.





Linguistic evidence indicates that the Miwok have occupied this area probably since 2000 BC (Bettinger 1995:5). However, there is the possibility that sites dating between approximately 2500 BC and AD 0 may have been occupied by Yokutsan-speaking groups. Prior to about 2000 BC, sites were probably occupied by Hokan speaking groups that are presently unidentified. Since the antiquity of the remains is unknown, these remains and associated funerary objects cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
