Date of Acquisition: Unknown.





Location: The burial was removed from a collapsed cave located southeast of Lake Mead, Mohave County, Arizona. Exact location of the cave is unknown, although analysis (White, 1994) of the burial documentation indicates that the burial was found in an area 15-20 miles southeast of Meadview Arizona, within the Hualapai Indian Reservation.





Means of Acquisition: Unidentified individuals excavated a total of approximately 7-8 yards of material from a collapsed cave. There is no other information regarding the excavation.





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: The collection contains the partial remains of an adult female. There were no objects in association with this individual.  





Documentation: Documentation submitted with this collection is limited to a note that describes the general location of the cave. White’s (1994) analysis of this information provides a more precise location for the cave.

Description of Human Remains: The collection contains the partially mummified skeleton of one female individual. The postcranium is nearly complete, however, none of the cranium is present. 





Description of Exhumation: The remains were removed from a collapsed cave. There is no documentation as to the conduct of the excavation.

Antiquity: Unknown





Associated Funerary Objects: No associated objects.





Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated. 





Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of these remains, which were recovered from the aboriginal and tribal lands of the Hualapai, is unknown. 





There is a clear relationship with the Hualapai at other sites in the region that date from approximately 655AD, or that are attributed to the Cerbat branch of the Hakataya tradition (Schroeder 1979:107, McGuire 1983:26). However, sites of greater antiquity may be affiliated with other, unidentified groups. There is also the possibility that the remains may be affiliated with the Southern Paiute, as ethnographic and historic evidence indicates that the Paiute frequented the area from which this collection originated to hunt big horn sheep (Ovis canadensis) (Kelly and Fowler 1986:369, 377).





Because the antiquity of these remains is unknown, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
