Description of Human Remains:  The remains consist of a skeleton of an approximately 20 year old female.  Missing skeletal material primarily includes the facial region of the cranium, the ribs, and most of the phalanxes, carpals, metacarpals, tarsals, and metatarsals.





Description of Exhumation:  The remains were encountered in unit Sq. 5 at an approximate depth of 8 inches. The site name or designation is unknown.

Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.





Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of these remains, which were probably found within the ethnographic territory of the Patwin, is unknown.





Linguistic evidence indicates that the Patwin moved southward from the vicinity of the California-Oregon border into the Sacramento Valley (Bettinger 1995:6) around AD 0. Sites in this area older than AD 0 were occupied by other, presently undetermined groups. Because there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
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
