The first documentation regarding this collection is a note by the Museum Preparator, Suzanne Griset (1982), in which she records that these remains and beads were found intermixed with another collection. 





Documentation:  Other than the documents created during the inventory process, Griset’s (1982) note is the only documentation available regarding this collection.

Description of Human Remains: These remains consist of 203 pieces of human bone representing a minimum of three individuals that presumably were exhumed as a single burial. Although the remains were thoroughly mixed, an assessment of articulation, preservation, and pathologies indicated that at least some elements were from the same individual. The following table lists these remains. In the cases where elements were determined to belong to the same individual, they were cataloged together; all other elements were cataloged individually.
