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Acquisition Information


Acquired by:  These remains were originally donated by Mrs. Walter Newhall to the California Historical Society in 1928. They were presumably donated to the UC Davis Department of Anthropology, probably before 1965.  





Date of Acquisition:  Skeletal material was collected in 1928; however, the date the material was submitted to UC Davis is unknown, but was probably before 1965.





Location:  Skeletal material was discovered on Santa Rosa Island but the exact provenience is unknown.





Means of Acquisition:  Human remains for Accession 436 were donated to the California Historical Society by Mrs. Newhall. It is unknown how Mrs. Newhall acquired the remains, or how they came to be curated at UC Davis.





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  Accession 436 consists of a single cranium.  





Documentation:  The only documentation for these remains is a note documenting the donation by Mrs. Walter Newhall to the California Historical Society (UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum nd). The note also indicates that the remains were discovered on Santa Rosa Island in 1928.

Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of the remains, which were recovered from an area within the ethnographic territory of the Chumash, is unknown.
