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Acquisition Information


Acquired by:  At the request of Dr. Henry McHenry, these remains were donated to the UC Davis Department of Anthropology by the UC Davis Police Department. 





Date of Acquisition:  May 8, 1974





Location:  Documentation for this collection indicates only that the remains were discovered in Lassen County.





Means of Acquisition:  Dr. McHenry was asked by the UC Davis Police Department to examine the remains to determine if they were of recent origin. McHenry concluded that the remains were of a Native American, and that they were a minimum of 200 years old. At McHenry’s request, the  Police Department donated the remains to the Department of Anthropology. There is no record of how the Police Department came into possession of the remains.





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  This collection consists of an approximately 75% complete skeleton of an elderly female.





Documentation:  A letter to William Essex from Dr. McHenry documenting McHenry’s analysis indicates that the remains were recovered from Lassen County (UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum nd). There is no other collection documentation.

Description of Human Remains:  The remains consist of a skeleton of an elderly female.  Missing skeletal material primarily includes an ulna, radius, phalanxes, carpals, metacarpals, tarsals, and metatarsals.

Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.





Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of these remains, which were found within the ethnographic territory of either the Achumawi, Atsugewi, Northern Paiute, or the Maidu, is unknown, although they are at least 200 years old. 





Since there is so little information regarding the antiquity or geographic origin of these remains, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Native American Tribe.
