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Acquisition Information


Acquired by:  These remains were donated by the San Joaquin County Sheriff-Coroner to the UC Davis Department of Anthropology. The discovery of the remains was initially reported by a local resident who came across them while walking his dog.





Date of Acquisition:  February 1, 1973





Location:  Skeletal material was discovered eroding out of the ground surface near the Swenson Golf Course, near Stockton, in San Joaquin County, California.





Means of Acquisition:  Sergeant Grude of the San Joaquin County Sheriff-Coroner exhumed the remains from a shallow grave approximately 18-24 inches deep and transferred them to Sergeant Temple of the Coroner’s Division. After examination, Sergeant Temple concluded that the remains were not of recent origin, and then asked Dr. Henry McHenry of UC Davis to confirm this assessment. The Sheriff-Coroner subsequently donated the remains to the UC Davis Department of Anthropology after McHenry confirmed that they were not recent.





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  The partial remains of a single individual were recovered by Sergeant Grude. 





Documentation:  A report by the San Joaquin County Sheriff-Coroner (Martin 1973) documents the discovery and excavation of the remains.

Description of Human Remains:  The remains consist of approximately 20 pieces of a very fragmented, incomplete skeleton of an adult male approximately 40-50 years old. 





Description of Exhumation: The remains were initially discovered eroding out of the ground surface. Exhumation by the San Joaquin County Sheriff-Coroner’s Office indicated that the remains had been interred in a shallow grave that was not more than 18-24 inches deep.

Antiquity: Unknown





Associated Funerary Objects:  None





Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.





Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of these remains, which were found within the ethnographic territory of the Miwok, is unknown.





Linguistic evidence indicates that the Miwok have occupied this area probably since 2000 BC (Bettinger 1995:5). However, there is the possibility that sites dating between approximately 2500 BC and AD 0 may have been occupied by Yokutsan-speaking groups. Prior to about 2000 BC, sites were probably occupied by Hokan speaking groups that are presently unidentified. Since the antiquity of the remains is unknown, these remains and associated funerary objects cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
