Location: The remains were donated by the UC Davis Police Department. The origin of the remains is unknown.



Means of Acquisition: The collection, consisting entirely of a human skull, was given to UC Davis graduate student Hank Schulz by the UC Davis Police Department. The Police Department received the skull from an unidentified campus Department that had discovered the remains in an office. The Police Department investigated the origin of the remains as case # 9310-358, but could not link them to any homicides.



Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: This collection consists entirely of a cranium. There is no documentation of the origin or antiquity of the remains.



Documentation: There is no information available regarding this collection, other than documents created during the inventory process and correspondence documenting the receipt of the collection from the Police Department.
