Acquired by: Professor D. L. True directed this archaeological excavation.





Date of Acquisition: July 1961.





Location: CA-SDI-860, an open midden site, is located within the boundaries of the Cuyamaca Rancho State Park in San Diego County, California . The site is also known as CRSP-16.





Means of Acquisition: Dr. True excavated a total of 28 units at the site. Depths of units ranged from 18 - 36 inches with an average depth of 28 inches. Unit size was not recorded. All material was excavated in arbitrary six inch levels and screened through 1/8 inch mesh. 





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects: A single premolar of a 12-18 year old individual was recovered during the excavation, and is curated at UC Davis.





Documentation: Field notes document the excavation.

Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.





Summary of Evidence for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of these remains, which were found within the ethnographic territory of the Diegueno, is unknown.





Linguistic evidence indicates that Yuman speakers, including the Diegueno and Mohave, have been present in this area at least since 4000 BC, and that the Delta Branch of Yuman speakers, to which the Diegueno belong, have occupied the area of Cuyamaca at least since AD 0 (Bettinger 1995:4). However, linguistic evidence also indicates that Uto-Aztecan speakers moved through the vicinity between 1000 BC and AD 0 (Bettinger 1995:7).  





Because there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
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
