Acquired by: The site was excavated by the 1975 UC Davis field school under the direction of graduate student Richard Hughes.





Date of Acquisition:  1975





Location:  CA-MOD-305, Franklin Creek site. This large occupation site is located along the north bank of Franklin Creek in Modoc County, California, on private lands owned by the Grace Lakeshore Ranch. 





Means of Acquisition:  Excavation by UC Davis Field school.





Overview of Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects:  The site record (Hughes 1975) indicates that one burial was recorded at this site, although these remains were apparently not excavated. However, a search of the faunal material from this collection resulted in the recovery of 16 pieces of disassociated human bone.  The disassociated human bone is curated at UC Davis.





Documentation:  Because this collection has not yet been analyzed, documentation currently available is limited to correspondence (UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum nd) and the site report (Hughes 1975).

Affiliation: These remains are unaffiliated.





Summary for Determination of Affiliation: The antiquity of this site, which is within the territory of the Achumawi, or Pit River Indians, is unknown.





Linguistic evidence indicates that the Pit River Indians have occupied this area probably since AD 0 (Bettinger 1995:3). Sites of greater antiquity in this area may have been occupied by other, presently undetermined groups. Penutian groups moving into California from the north may have also entered here at approximately AD 0 (Bettinger 1995:3). Because there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
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
