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�Introduction



This inventory consists of a listing of all holdings controlled by the University of California Davis Department of Anthropology Museum (the Museum) which meet the definitions of human remains and associated funerary objects defined in the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act (NAGPRA). 



Also included in the inventory are human remains and associated funerary objects from collections that are controlled by the United States Bureau of Reclamation and curated at the Museum. To expedite processing repatriation requests or requests for information regarding these human remains and associated funerary objects, all requests should be directed to the Museum, who is working with the Bureau of Reclamation to comply with the requirements of NAGPRA, as outlined in 43 CFR Part 10, Section 10.9.    

 

Two separate documents comprise the inventory: a listing of all human remains and associated funerary objects that have been identified as being culturally affiliated with one or more present-day Indian Tribes, and a listing of all human remains and associated funerary objects for which no culturally affiliated present-day Indian Tribe can be determined. For consistency in reporting, any unassociated funerary objects from collections containing human remains or associated funerary objects are listed in the inventory. Note that these objects have already been reported in the Summary of Unassociated Funerary Objects, Sacred Objects, and Objects of Cultural Patrimony that was completed November 13, 1993. Notices of Completion of Inventories are also included. An electronic copy of the inventory, including the Notices of Completion, consisting of 2 3.5” diskettes, in Word for Windows 6.0 format, is can be found in the back pocket. 



This document includes all human remains and associated funerary objects curated at the Museum that have been affiliated with one or more present-day Indian Tribe. These human remains and associated funerary objects are controlled either by the United States Bureau of Reclamation or the University of California. All requests regarding this listing should be directed to the Museum.
