Dear Tribal Leader:





	The University of California, Davis  has conducted an inventory of  its archaeological and ethnographic collections to implement the University of California Policy and Procedures for the Repatriation of Human remains and Cultural Items.  The University's policy is consistent with the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act passed by the United States Congress in 1990.





	The department of Anthropology is writing to notify you of collections which may contain unassociated funerary objects, sacred objects or objects of cultural patrimony. Some of our collections may be affiliated with your tribe.  Other collections may contain objects affiliated with your tribe along with objects potentially affiliated with other tribes (in some cases many others).    We are providing summaries of all the items in our collections even though most of these items will not be eligible for repatriation.  Please note that the ethnic affiliations indicated are tentative, and for the purpose of initiating consultation.  We have identified those groups of which we are aware, and which we regard as among those potentially affiliated with these collections.


  


	We have attached a copy of the Federal Regulations which define these objects. We read these in the following way: Unassociated funerary objects would be items which were interred as part of death rites, but not in the same place as the associated human remains, or objects which were separated from originally associated human remains at a later date.  Sacred objects would be items that are necessary to the conduct of group ritual or for the maintenance of group religion (e.g. sacred bundles).  Objects of cultural patrimony are items which are possessed by the group as a whole and are representative of the culture as a whole. Though they may be cared for by an individual (e.g. tribal leader), do not belong to that individual.  (e.g. The Declaration of Independence is a document that is cared for by individuals, but is the property of the people of the United States of America as a whole and is part of American Cultural Patrimony).


	


	A committee composed of members of the UCD academic community is advising the University on scientific and Native American concerns relating to this inventory.  The committee is seeking consultation from interested Native American groups.  We are also interested in a diversity of opinion about the definition of unassociated funerary objects, sacred objects, and objects of cultural patrimony, especially such objects that might otherwise be overlooked. We welcome any information you wish to provide that could be helpful in making these determinations.





	It is possible that more information may become available about the cultural affiliation of some items, which are not identified at this time.  In this event, your tribe would be notified of any of these items which might be culturally affiliated with your group.
