Notice of Inventory Completion for Unaffiliated Native American Human Remains and Associated Funerary Objects in the Possession of the Department of Anthropology Museum at the University of California, Davis



To Whom it May Concern:



Notice is hereby given under the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act, 25 U.S.C. 3003, of the completion of an inventory for Unaffiliated Native American human remains and associated funerary objects currently in the possession of the Department of Anthropology Museum at the University of California, Davis (UC Davis). 



A detailed inventory and assessment has been made by members of the professional and technical staff of the Department of Anthropology Museum (the Museum). 



A summary of the results of the inventory is as follows:



Accession 2

Accession 2 contains the human remains and associated artifacts excavated at site CA-SOL-270, the Cook Site. CA-SOL-270 was excavated from Spring, 1963 through Spring, 1964 by two University of California at Davis Field Schools and a Central California Archaeological Foundation crew. The excavations were directed by Dr. Betty Shutler, Walter Brown, and Thomas Chambers. The site is located on private property near Vacaville in Solano County, California. Based on the artifact assemblage, CA-SOL-270 appears to be a single horizon site dating to the Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC to AD 500.



A total of 48 burials were exhumed at CA-SOL-270, although 5 of these (Burials 14, 26, 27, C-7-1, and O-40-1) have not been located in the collection curated at UC Davis. Of the 43 burials curated here, 18 were accompanied by associated funerary objects that include milling stones, mortars, pestles, charmstones, bone awls, bone whistles, a baked clay ball, red and yellow ocher, steatite beads, Olivella sp. beads, Haliotis sp. beads, shell pendants, stones from a cairn, a piece of limestone, and pieces of a bear cranium. Note that the documentation for the site indicates that none of the five burials listed above were accompanied by funerary objects. 



�Since this site may pre-date the Patwin intrusion into the area, the remains from CA-SOL-270 may be affiliated with Hokan speaking groups who once occupied the region. Because ethnographic boundaries were not established until approximately 1500 AD, it is also possible that the remains could be affiliated with any of the several groups in the vicinity, such as the Patwin, Miwok or the Wappo. Consequently, the remains and associated funerary objects from the Cook Site cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 4

Accession 4 contains human remains and associated funerary objects recovered from a salvage excavation at CA-YOL-117, the Glide Site, in 1964. Professor Martin Baumhoff directed the excavation of this mound site, which is located on private property near Interstate 80 between West Sacramento and Davis in Yolo County, California. The remains probably date to the Late Period, or approximately AD 0 to AD 1920, based on the presence of diagnostic artifacts.



Three burials were recovered, but a fourth burial (Burial 1) was destroyed by the heavy machinery that had been cultivating the area. The completeness of Burials 2, 3, and 4, all of which were interred together, are 75%, 50%, and 95% respectively. Also recovered were funerary objects found associated with the three burials. These include arrow-sized projectile points and a large leaf projectile point.



Undoubtedly, these individuals died violently, perhaps as the result of warfare. This is indicated by the presence of arrow point fragments embedded in the vertebrae of two of the three men and numerous points found in direct association with the remains.



Since the remains date to the era when the Patwin first moved into the area, it is conceivable that these individuals died as a result of this event. It is equally feasible that their deaths may have been the result of intratribal warfare among the Patwin or some other group who occupied the area prior to the Patwin incursion. 



Because it is not possible to determine if these individuals were members of the invading Patwin or of one of the groups that had previously occupied the area, the remains and associated funerary objects from the Glide Site cannot be affiliated. 



Accession 6

Accession 6 contains human remains recovered from a 1961 Summer Field School excavation at CA-LAS-989 (formerly CA-LAS-202 and 349), Bare Cave. Martin Baumhoff directed the excavation of the Bare Cave site, which is located on private land in Surprise Valley in Lassen County, California. The artifact assemblage indicates that this site was occupied intermittently from between approximately 4000 BC to AD 1790.



22 pieces of disassociated human bone were recovered from the excavation. 



Because the antiquity of these remains spans at least two separate occupations, they cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 16

Accession 16 contains human remains recovered from site CA-SOL-11, the Jones Site. CA-SOL-11 was excavated in 1965 by the UC Davis Field School under the direction of Walter Brown and Jay Ruby. The site is located on private property within Green Valley, approximately 7 miles west of Fairfield, in Solano County, California. Based on the artifact assemblage reported for the site, CA-SOL-11 appears to be a single horizon site dating to the Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC to AD 500.



Forty-seven burials from CA-SOL-11, consisting of a minimum of 63 individuals, are curated at UC Davis, as well as 675 pieces of disassociated human bone. Most of the burials are more than 50% complete; however, some of the remains consist of only a few elements and are only approximately 25% complete while some are nearly 100% complete.



Note that the majority of this collection and the original catalog were not submitted for curation after completion of the project and so are not curated at UC Davis. A total of 60 burials were exhumed at CA-SOL-11, although 13 of these (Burials AA-5-1, A-6-1, CC-2-1, E-6-1, E-6-3, E-6-4, E-6-6, E-6-8, F-6-2, F-7-2, F-7-3, F-8-1, and G-9-2) were never submitted for curation. Of the 47 burials curated here, 20 are recorded as being accompanied by associated funerary objects, however, these objects are among the material that was never submitted for curation. Documentation for the site indicates that of the 13 burials listed above, 2 were accompanied by funerary objects, all of which were also never submitted for curation. 



Since this site may pre-date the Patwin intrusion into the area, these remains may be affiliated with Hokan speaking groups who once occupied the region. Because ethnographic boundaries were not established until approximately 1500 AD, it is also possible that these remains could be affiliated with any of the several groups in the vicinity, such as the Patwin, Miwok or the Wappo. Consequently, the remains from CA-SOL-11 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 17

Accession 17 contains human remains and associated funerary objects recovered during a salvage excavation in December of 1965 at CA-AMA-56, the Applegate Site. Jerald Johnson directed the excavation of this site, located on private property in the lower Sierra Nevada foothills. The site, destroyed by the widening of Highway 88, was located near the town of  Ione and Camanche Reservoir. Based on the presence of Olivella sp. shell beads, the majority of the remains from this site probably date to the Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC to AD 500.



Thirty burials were recorded, 29 of which were excavated (Burial 29 was left in situ). The completeness of the remains range from 3% to 85% , with most of them averaging about 50% in completeness. 15 of the 29 burials were accompanied by associated funerary objects, including pestles, a bead grinding slab, Olivella sp. shell beads, Haliotis sp. shell pendants and ornaments, elk tibia ‘wands’, a decorated piece of bone, a quartz crystal, and a dog skeleton. One piece of decorated bone is also documented as an associated funerary object, but has not yet been located in the collection. In addition to the 29 burials and associated funerary objects, 298 pieces of disassociated bone were also recovered during the excavation.



Since the antiquity of this site spans occupations by at least three different groups, the remains and associated funerary objects from CA-AMA-56 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 30

Accession 30 contains human remains that were recovered during excavations conducted by a UC Davis Field School class in 1967, under the direction of Martin Baumhoff and Jerald Johnson. Known as the Stover Site, CA-TEH-309 is located along Dye Creek, on private lands in Tehama County, California. The antiquity of the site is unknown.  Note that UC Davis only curates a portion of this collection. The remainder of the collection is curated at California State University, Sacramento.



A search of the portion of the collection curated at UC Davis resulted in the recovery of five infant bones. 



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, these remains from CA-TEH-309 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 32 (United States Bureau of Reclamation Collection)

Accession 32 is a collection curated by our Museum for the United States Bureau of Reclamation. The collection contains human remains and associated funerary objects from four sites located along the Middle Fork of the American River near Auburn, California. The remains and associated funerary objects were recovered during a survey, testing and data recovery program to mitigate the effects of the construction of the Auburn Dam.



CA-ELD-90 is a habitation site located on a small knoll along Knickerbocker Creek, in Eldorado County, California, on private land. Based on the artifact assemblage, which includes Gunther Barbed projectile points, this site dates to the Late Period, or no earlier than AD 0.



Four burials, representing a total of five individuals, were recovered from excavations at site CA-ELD-90 in 1966. Because of extremely poor preservation at the site, the remains are very brittle and fragmentary, with no individual more than 20% complete. 



During the Late Period, this area was occupied by the Nisenan, a group which is not federally recognized. These remains are therefore unaffiliated. 



CA-ELD-93, like CA-ELD-90, is also located on the small knoll along Knickerbocker Creek, on private land, in Eldorado County, California. It dates to the Late Period, or not earlier than AD 0. 



In 1967, human remains from three burials were recovered from excavations at site CA-ELD-93, as well as funerary objects found associated with one of the burials, including a steatite charmstone, a pestle, and a large, nearly complete, slate blade. One piece of disassociated human bone was also recovered. The remains were in poor condition, due primarily to poor preservation and rodent disturbance. None of the remains are more than 25% complete.



During the Late Period, this area was occupied by the Nisenan, a group which is not federally recognized. The remains and associated funerary objects from CA-ELD-93 are therefore unaffiliated. 



CA-ELD-16, the Hawver Cave, was first recorded in 1910 by Nels Nelson and A. L. Kroeber. Characterized as a mortuary cave, this site dates to the Martis Period (roughly 2000 BC - AD 500). The Hawver Cave, located on private lands within a limestone quarry, was apparently destroyed sometime between 1952 and 1965 by quarrying activity. 



The dump site from the quarry was examined in 1967 and a single human premolar was collected. 



Because the antiquity of this site spans occupations by several groups, the remains from CA-ELD-16 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



CA-PLA-101 is a large habitation site, located on private land near Foresthill, Placer County, California. Based on radiocarbon dating and the artifact assemblage, this site was apparently first occupied at approximately 1350 BC and sporadically until approximately AD 1800. Excavations were conducted at the site in 1968, which resulted in the recovery of a single human molar fragment.  



Since the antiquity of this site spans occupations by several groups, the remains from CA-PLA-101 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



All of the remains and associated funerary objects from Accession 32 are curated at UC Davis. 



Accession 33 (unaffiliated portion)

Accession 33 contains unaffiliated human remains which were recovered during a 1967 Fall UC Davis Field School excavation at site CA-YOL-17. Jerald Johnson directed the excavation which was located on private property along Cache Creek, near the town of Rumsey, in Yolo County, California. The site was abandoned between 1906-1908, when its inhabitants moved to the Rumsey Rancheria. Although the antiquity of the site is uncertain, the artifact assemblage indicates a Late Period occupation, or no earlier than about AD 0. Probable antiquity of the site therefore ranges from AD 0 - 1908.



From the twelve units excavated, the unaffiliated remains from one burial and 7 pieces of disassociated human bone were recovered. The burial contains the partial remains of an infant. 



CA-YOL-17 contains both a very recent (historic) occupation as well as a separate, earlier occupation that may date as early as AD 0. However, the Patwin were only initially moving into the Central Valley at this time. It is therefore likely that these remains are affiliated with an unknown (Hokan?) group that eventually lost ground to the Patwin.



Accession 34 (United States Bureau of Reclamation Collection)

Accession 34 is a collection curated by our Museum for the United States Bureau of Reclamation. 



This collection contains human remains recovered from an excavation at CA-TEH-262, the Thomes Creek Site, in 1968. The site is located near Richfield in Tehama County, California, on Federal land administered by the Bureau of Reclamation. 



Robert Edwards, under contract for the National Park Service, conducted salvage excavations at this site prior to the construction of the Tehama Colusa Canal. Edwards later used the information collected from this site as evidence of a Northern California Millingstone Tradition. Based on the artifact assemblage and Edward’s work, this site dates between 3000 BC and 1920 AD. 



Human remains recovered from CA-TEH-262 include the partial remains of two individuals. The remains are in good condition, although not more than 50% complete. Also recovered from this excavation were seven pieces of disassociated human bone. 



Since it is unknown which groups occupied the area of CA-TEH-262 prior to about AD 700, when the Wintu-Nomelaki probably first occupied the vicinity, these remains cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



All of the human remains from CA-TEH-262 are curated at UC Davis. 



Accession 35

Accession 35 contains human remains and associated funerary objects from CA-SAC-43, the Brazil Site, located in Sacramento County, California. The 1968 UC Davis Field School, under the direction of graduate students Patti Johnson and Jack Nance, conducted excavations at this mound site located on private land along the north bank of the Sacramento River, south of Sacramento. The artifact assemblage suggests that this site was occupied during the Middle and Late Periods, or approximately 2500 BC to AD 1920.



Three very fragmented and incomplete burials were recovered from the excavation, that of an adult, a child and an infant. Associated funerary objects that accompanied one of the burials include Olivella sp. beads and clay spools. Also recovered from the site were 106 pieces of disassociated human bone. 



Since the antiquity of this site spans occupations by several groups, the remains and associated funerary objects from the Brazil Site cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 37

This collection is the result of excavations by two University of California, Davis Field School classes in 1960 and 1961. CA-YOL-13, the Mustang Mound, is a classic Central California mound site located near the town of Knights Landing, in Yolo County, California, on private land.  



Three burials, containing a total of five individuals, were exhumed by the Field Schools. The remains are very fragmented and only one skeleton is near complete. Two of the burials were accompanied by associated funerary objects, including shell beads, Haliotis sp. ornaments, labrets, and Olivella sp. beads. There were also 95 pieces of disassociated bone found at the site. Antiquity of this site ranges between AD 0 - 1150.



Because it is not possible to determine if this site was occupied by the Patwin, who were only just entering this region at approximately AD 0, or by one of the groups that had previously occupied the area, these remains and associated funerary objects cannot be affiliated with any present-day Tribe. 



Accession 38

Accession 38 contains human remains and associated funerary objects which were recovered during a 1963 Field School excavation at CA-COL-1, the Miller Mound. Professor Martin Baumhoff and graduate student Walt Brown directed the excavation of this mound site, located on private property on the west bank of the Sacramento River, north of Knights Landing and southeast of Grimes, in Colusa County, California. The antiquity of the remains is uncertain.

Six burials were recovered from the excavation, as well as 44 pieces of disassociated human bone. With the exception of Burial 6b, which contained various long bones, the burials were 75-96% complete. Associated funerary objects accompanied Burials 1, 4, and 6a. Funerary objects consist of a bone awl, a steatite bead, and Olivella sp. beads.



Since the antiquity of these remains spans occupations by several groups, these remains and associated funerary objects from the Miller Mound cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 38a (unaffiliated portion)

Accession 38a contains human remains recovered from an excavation at site CA-COL-1, the Miller Mound, in 1973. The 1973 UC Davis Field School, under the direction of Peter Shulz, excavated this large habitation site located along the Sacramento River in Colusa County, California. 



Eleven pieces of disassociated human bone were recovered from the excavation.  



Since the antiquity of these remains spans occupations by several groups, these remains from the Miller Mound cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 40

Accession 40 contains human remains that were recovered during the 1968 Summer UC Davis Field School excavation at CA-YOL-130. Patti Johnson, Eric Ritter and Peter Jensen directed the excavation of the site which was located on private property in Capay Valley just north of the town of Guinda, in Yolo County, California. The "small open site" was located in an orchard that had been plowed. The antiquity of the site is unknown.



Although 2 burials were encountered during the excavation, neither of them were exhumed. However, 8 pieces of disassociated human bone were removed from the site and are curated at UC Davis. 



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from CA-YOL-130 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 41

Accession 41 contains human remains and associated funerary objects recovered from the 1968 Spring and Summer UC Davis Field Schools at CA-YOL-110 (temporary designation Yolo D8), the Karn Site. Professor D. L. True and graduate student Patti J. Johnson directed the excavation of this midden-mound deposit located in Capay Valley in the Coast Range Mountains, in Yolo County California. The antiquity of the site probably dates to the Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC to AD 500, based on the presence of Olivella sp. shell beads.



Sixteen burials were recorded and exhumed during this excavation. Completeness of the skeletal remains ranges from 15-80% with most individuals approximately 50% complete. Human remains recovered from the site also include 263 pieces of disassociated human bone. Funerary objects are associated with eleven of the burials and include Olivella sp. shell beads, Haliotis sp. shell beads, pestles, steatite beads, a Haliotis sp. ornament, and a red stone bead.



Since the antiquity of these remains spans occupations by several groups, the remains and associated funerary objects from the Karn Site cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession  66

Accession 66 contains five pieces of disassociated human bone which were collected from CA-SOL-271, the Olmo site, by the UC Davis Field School under the direction of Helen Clough in Spring, 1973.  CA-SOL-271 is located on private property on the south bank of Putah Creek, near the town of Davis, in Solano County, California.  Antiquity of the remains is unknown.  



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from CA-SOL-271 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 67

Accession 67 contains the remains of six individuals recovered from CA-CCO-146, the Mass Site.  It is located on a sandy mound in Contra Costa County, in the Sacramento Delta, near the town of Knightsen, California.  Burials were eroding out of a portion of the mound that had been sheered away to form the back wall of a cow shed.  Because looters were removing these burials, the 1973 UC Davis Field School, under the direction of Peter Schulz, conducted salvage excavations to recover any other burials that might be located along the shed wall, since these were in obvious danger of destruction.

 

Six burials were recorded during the excavation, although three of these burials were at least partially removed by looters. Portions of two of the looted burials (Burial A-infant and Burial A-adult) were recovered during the Field School excavation.  These burials were accompanied by associated funerary objects, including a Macoma sp. disk bead, a mammal jaw fragment, and Olivella sp. beads. Unfortunately, the Field School was unable to recover any material from the third looted burial (Burial B). 



The three undisturbed burials encountered and recorded during excavation (Burials 4, 5, and 6) represent two adults and one infant.  These individuals were accompanied by funerary objects including Olivella beads, a piece of asphaltum, Haliotis sp. pendant fragments, manufactured red ocher, wood, a weasel skull, bone pins, and bone handles. The partial remains of an infant (designated Burial 7) were also discovered during the inventory of this collection. This burial is not documented in the excavation records. Six pieces of disassociated human bone were also recovered from the excavation.



The artifacts found in association with the remains indicate that the site probably dates to the Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC to AD 500.



Since the antiquity of these remains spans occupations by several groups, the remains and associated funerary objects from the Mass Site cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 75

This collection was acquired through a UC Davis Field School excavation in 1975, conducted by Richard Hughes. The site, CA-MOD-305, Franklin Creek, is located on private land in Modoc County, California, near Goose Lake. The antiquity of the site is unknown. There is little information on file regarding this site and a catalog is not yet available since analysis of the collection has not been completed. 



Although no burials were detected during the excavation, 16 pieces of disassociated human bone were recovered. There are no associated funerary objects in this collection.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from CA-MOD-305 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 144 (United States Bureau of Reclamation Collection)

Accession 144 is a collection curated by our Museum for the United States Bureau of Reclamation. 



This collection contains 37 pieces of disassociated human bone that were recovered from excavations at site CA-NAP-433, the Indian Hill site, in 1977. Located on Federal land in Napa County, California, below the normal water-line of Lake Berryessa, the site was exposed in 1976-77 as a result of drought. CA-NAP-433 was surveyed in 1976 and excavated in 1977 by two UC Davis Field Schools. The Field Schools were sponsored by the Bureau of Reclamation in connection with development of a recreation area. 



Antiquity of the remains is unknown.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from CA-NAP-433 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



All of the human remains from CA-NAP-433 are curated at UC Davis. 

�Accession 150

Accession 150 consists of human remains recovered from the 1977 Spring Field School excavation at CA-NAP-448, the Gordon Site. Peter Schulz directed the excavation of the site, a midden mound, located on private property near Fairfield in Napa County, California. The antiquity of the site probably dates to the Middle Period, or approximately 2500 BC to AD 500, based on diagnostic artifacts.



The human remains consist of 16 pieces of disassociated bone which is primarily composed of teeth. Field records indicate that one burial was encountered during the excavation, but that is was not exhumed or otherwise disturbed.



Since the antiquity of these remains spans occupations by several groups, the remains from the Gordon Site cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 184

Accession 184 contains human remains, associated funerary objects and disassociated human bone recovered during a salvage excavation at the Bear Creek Site or Cecil Site, CA-SJO-112, in November, 1958. Under the direction of William Olsen, 38 burials were excavated from November 6, 1958 through December 12, 1958 on private property that had been extensively disturbed by agricultural activity. CA-SJO-112 is located in San Joaquin County, California on the north bank of Bear Creek, near the city of Stockton, California. The collection was originally curated at the California State Indian Museum in Sacramento, California under Director William Olsen.  Dr. Martin Baumhoff of the University of California, Davis acquired the collection from William Olsen for research purposes in 1961. Antiquity of the site is between 2000 and 1500 BC.



A total of 52 individuals are represented in the 38 burials recorded. Many of the burials consist of commingled remains, probably due to aboriginal, agricultural and rodent disturbances. The remains are fragmentary and in various states of preservation. Overall skeletal completeness is estimated at 25% with individual ranges of 5% to 85%. Associated funerary objects accompanied 26 of the burials, and include Haliotis sp. beads, Haliotis sp. ornaments, Olivella sp. beads, a charmstone, slate pedants, slate pencils, quartz crystals, bone pins, a raptor talon, a piece of actinalite, a piece of basketry, a projectile point, and pieces of red ocher. Note that the piece of basketry has not been located in the collection. 7 pieces of disassociated human bone were also recovered from the excavation. 



Since the antiquity of these remains spans occupations by several groups, the remains and associated funerary objects from CA-SJO-112 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



�Accession 248

Accession 248 consists of disassociated human remains which were recovered during the 1979 "test" excavation at the Garrett Site. Richard Hughes, a UC Davis graduate student, directed the excavation of the site which was located along Drews Creek, a tributary of Goose Lake, in Lake County, Oregon. The antiquity of the site is unknown, but the presence of an Elko series projectile point suggests that it was occupied at least sometime during the period between 1500 BC to AD 600.



No burials were recorded during the excavation, however, an osteological examination of the collection identified 5 pieces of disassociated bone.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from the Garrett Site cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 265

Accession 265 contains two pieces of disassociated human bone from CA-NAP-539, the Davis Site.  The site is located on private property alongside an unnamed tributary of Eticuerra Creek, northwest of Lake Berryessa, in Napa County, California.  The site was excavated by the UC Davis Field School under the direction of Charles Slaymaker in the Summer of 1980.  Antiquity of the remains is unknown.  No associated funerary objects are documented for the collection.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from CA-NAP-539 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession  391

Accession 391 contains one disassociated human femur fragment.  It was collected from the Rancho Murieta Recreation Area in Sacramento County, California by Charles Slaymaker and Suzanne Griset in 1988, who were conducting archaeological testing in the area. The disassociated femur fragment was discovered eroding from a stream bank; however, no associated funerary objects were discovered.  Antiquity of the remains is unknown.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from the Rancho Murieta Recreation Area cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 419

Accession 419 consists of human remains and associated funerary objects recovered during a 1981 emergency salvage excavation at CA-YOL-171. Three UC Davis graduate students, Suzanne Griset, Charles Slaymaker and Paul Bouey, conducted salvage excavations at the site, which was located near Davis, in Yolo County, California. At least one of the burials at the site dates to 3895 +/- 800 years ago, based on an amino acid racemization date. 



Four burials were recorded during the excavation of the site, however, only three of the burials were exhumed (Burials 1, 2 and 3), the fourth burial was left in situ. A distal humerus from Burial 1 and a left femur and left ischium from Burial 2 are curated at UC Davis, the remainder of Burials 1 and 2 were reburied at the site in June 1981. The remains of Burial 3 consist of an approximately 80% complete skeleton. 93 pieces of disassociated human bone were also recovered from the site. Funerary objects are associated with Burial 3 include ochre, a mortar and a pestle. 



Since the antiquity of these remains spans occupations by several groups, the remains and associated funerary objects from CA-YOL-171 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession  426

Accession 426 contains one disassociated human femur shaft fragment that was collected from CA-SOL-364, a site located near Rockville and Suisun Valley roads on private property in Solano County, California. The disassociated femur fragment was recovered from a backhoe trench in 1985 by Dr. Robert Bettinger and Michael Delacorte, both from UC Davis. The Solano County Coroner had requested that Dr. Bettinger examine the trench to confirm that the human remains uncovered there were Native American. Note that additional human remains were also discovered at the site, but were released to the Native American Heritage Commission by the Coroner and so are not curated at UC Davis. Antiquity of the femur fragment is unknown.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from CA-SOL-364 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 428

Accession 428 consists entirely of an adult male cranium discovered somewhere along Putah Creek, probably near Davis in Yolo County, California. The remains were probably located on private land. The cranium was originally discovered by Jack Underhill sometime in the 1930s; it then came into the hands of Dewey Hilden, a Davis High School teacher, who then donated it to UC Davis through Joann Larky, probably before 1965. Antiquity of the remains is unknown. No associated funerary objects accompanied the remains.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from Accession 428 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 429

Accession 429 consists of an approximately 75% complete skeleton of an adult male.  Missing skeletal material includes most of the cranium. All material was discovered near Terminus on private property in San Joaquin County, California.  The remains were discovered in June, 1973 by Elwood Machen while clearing an area to pour cement. The remains were turned over to the San Joaquin Office of the Sheriff-Coroner in Stockton and were subsequently donated to UC Davis. Antiquity of the remains is unknown. 



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from Accession 429 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 430

Accession 430 contains the partial remains of an adult female. The remains were removed from a collapsed cave located on the southeast side of Lake Mead, on the eastern side of the mountains on that side of the lake, and donated to the University anonymously. Antiquity of the remains is unknown.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from Accession 430 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 431

Accession 431 contains human remains of one individual discovered at a site located somewhere along the Solano Monticello Canal. Missing skeletal material primarily includes the facial region of the cranium, the ribs, and most of the phalanxes, carpals, metacarpals, tarsals, and metatarsals.  Although the exact location of the site and its proximity to the canal is unknown, a provenience note found with the remains indicate that they were recovered during an archaeological excavation. It is unknown who donated the remains, but they were probably donated before 1965. Antiquity of the remains is unknown. 



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from Accession 431 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 432

Accession 432 contains human remains of at least three individuals. The location and means in which UC Davis acquired the collection are unknown. The antiquity of the remains is also unknown. Associated with the remains are 52 Spire-lopped Olivella sp. shell beads. 



Because the origin and antiquity of these remains are unknown, they cannot be affiliated.



Accession 434

Accession 434 consists entirely of a cranium discovered somewhere along Putah Creek, either in Yolo or Solano County, California.  Although the exact location of the site is unknown, it was probably located on private property.  The cranium is of an adult male that was collected in 1923 and donated to UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum anonymously sometime before 1965.  Antiquity of the remains is unknown.  No associated funerary objects are documented for this collection.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from Accession 434 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 435

Accession 435 contains human remains donated to the UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum by the UC Davis Art Department. The collection consists entirely of a cranium of an adult female. Information pertaining to the origin and collector of the remains are unknown. Antiquity of the remains is also unknown. 



Because the origin and antiquity of these remains are unknown, they cannot be affiliated.



Accession 438

Accession 438 consists of an approximately 75% complete skeleton of an adult female which was donated to the Museum in 1974 by the UC Davis Police Department. No associated funerary objects accompanied the remains. Documentation for this collection indicates only that the remains were discovered in Lassen County, California. Antiquity is unknown.



Because the origin and antiquity of these remains are unknown, they cannot be affiliated.



Accession 439

Accession 439 consists of the remains of an incomplete and very fragmented skeleton of an adult male. The remains were discovered in 1973 in a field located Stockton, in San Joaquin County, California. The land is owned by the City of Stockton. The Stockton Police Department, who exhumed the skeleton, donated it to the UC Davis Department of Anthropology for study. No associated funerary objects accompanied the remains, and the antiquity of the site is unknown.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from Accession 439 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 440

This collection consists entirely of 3 pieces of human bone, including 2 femurs and the cranium of an adult female. The origin, antiquity, means of acquisition, and date of acquisition are unknown. 



Based on physical characteristics and the presence of a label found attached to one of the pieces of human bone which stated ‘CA-1’, these remains are most likely Native American. The label could not be correlated to any of the collections at UC Davis.



Because the origin and antiquity of these remains are unknown, they cannot be affiliated.



Accession 441

This collection consists entirely of the partial cranium of an adult. The origin and antiquity of the remains are unknown. According to a bag found with the collection, these remains were donated to the UC Davis Anthropology Museum by a Professor (?) Ruby, who had received them from a Professor (?) Walton.  It is unknown how Walton acquired the remains. 



Based on physical characteristics, these remains are most likely Native American. 



Because the origin and antiquity of these remains are unknown, they cannot be affiliated.



Accession 442

Accession 442 contains human remains from two burials which were found on private land near Mokelumne Hill, in Calaveras county, California.  The remains were discovered during the construction of a swimming pool in 1970. Graduate student volunteers Peter Schulz, Eric Ritter, Dean Gaumer, and Zarbie Palmer, all from UC Davis, were asked to exhume the remains.  



Two fragmentary skeletons were exhumed by the graduate students. One burial contains the approximately 70% complete remains of an adult female, while the other contains the very fragmented remains of two juveniles. No associated funerary objects accompanied either burial, and the antiquity of the burials is unknown.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from Accession 442 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 443

The remains known as Accession 443 consist entirely of the partial cranium of an adult female. The cranium is in 9 pieces. The origin, antiquity, means of acquisition, and date of acquisition are unknown. 



Based on physical characteristics, these remains are most likely Native American. 



Because the origin and antiquity of these remains are unknown, they cannot be affiliated.



Accession 461

Accession 461 consists of 16 pieces of disassociated human bone that were recovered from a site known as CA-YOL-S103, located in Broderick, a suburb of West Sacramento, in Yolo County, California. The owner of the property is unknown, although it is probably on private land. The remains were discovered during the construction of a pipeline and then exhumed by Bill Pritchard in 1964. Mr. Pritchard then donated the remains to the UC 

Davis Department of Anthropology, also probably sometime during 1964. No associated funerary objects accompanied the remains, and the  antiquity of the remains is unknown.



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from CA-YOL-S103 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 462

Accession 462 consists of human remains that were excavated by Professor Stanely F. Bailey, Department of Entomology at UC Davis, in 1930. The remains were removed from site CA-SAC-56, which is located near Hood in Sacramento County, California. The site is located on private land. It is presumed that Professor Bailey donated the remains to the Department of Anthropology Museum sometime before 1965. The antiquity of the site is unknown.



The remains consist of a cranium and mandible, belonging to one individual. 



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from CA-SAC-56 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.



Accession 463

This collection, consisting entirely of a human cranium, was given to UC Davis graduate student Hank Schulz by the UC Davis Police Department in 1994. The Police Department received the skull from an unidentified campus Department that had discovered the remains in an office. Schulz donated the remains to the UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum via Henry McHenry, professor at UC Davis, in 1994. The origin and antiquity of the remains are unknown.



Based on physical characteristics, these remains are most likely Native American. 



Because the origin and antiquity of these remains are unknown, they cannot be affiliated.



Accession 464

This collection contains  portions of nine craniums and six mandibles, all of which are currently curated at the UC Davis Department of Anthropology Museum. The origin, antiquity, means of acquisition, and date of acquisition are unknown. 



Based on physical characteristics, these remains are most likely Native American. 



Because the origin and antiquity of these remains are unknown, they cannot be affiliated.



Accession 465

Accession 465 contains human remains recovered from an excavation on public land at CA-SDI-860, temporary designation CRSP-16, located in San Diego County, California. Professor D. L. True directed the 1961 excavation within the boundaries of the Cuyamaca Rancho State Park. Although the age of the site is unknown, the presence of glass trade beads indicate that the site was occupied during historic times, or approximately AD 1769 to AD 1920. 



The human remains consist of a single, burnt tooth from a juvenile. 



Because more than one group has occupied this area, and there is no indication of the antiquity of these remains, the remains from CA-SDI-860 cannot be affiliated with any present-day Indian Tribe.
