Mission Statement:

            Each application will be read by at least two members of last year’s FFC, and they will select a number of applicants to continue through the application process.  These applicants will have a chance for a one-on-one interview with a former FFC member.  Out of these applicants, several will be selected for a group interview with members of past councils, a member of the Executive Branch, and a member of the Legislative Branch.  Ten applicants (8 members, 2 co-coordinators) will then be submitted to the Student Body President as nominees for appointment to be approved by Student Congress. Don’t worry.  Relax.  We’ll contact you with the details, no matter what the outcome, each step of the way.
