Introduction: Indeclinable are very useful for conversation and to frame sentences and questions.  Some of the indeclinable, which are used often are given hereunder with meaning.  Please go through them and understand the meaning. The definition of indeclinable is:  (play audio)

A word, which does not change in all three genders, cases and numbers, is called an Avyaya (an indicliable) .
