Board Meeting Minutes for February 7, 2002

Kurt Kunttu called the meeting to order at 7:40 PM.

Dawn Jeffcoat presented a Financial Report stating TRDL had @ $700.00 in the bank. A full disclosure will be printed in the newsletter in the near future.

Kurt Kunttu asked if any Captains had anything for discussion.

Dawn Jeffcoat brought up adding Webmaster as a paid position retroactive to the beginning of this season. Everyone agreed the website has never looked better or been more informative as well as fun to check. This could help league publicity as well as attracting potential teams. Dawn made a motion to have $2.00 per players dues go to the Webmaster bringing the total to $6.00 per person for TRDL paid positions. $2.00 each for Statistician, Newsletter and Webmaster. Second: Dee Marx. Vote: Passed Unanimously.

By the way, Due’s are still $18. The extra $2 is money already in the TRDL account.

Dee Marx brought up the end of season party and possibly having it at Doyle’s. They presently open at 4PM but Jeff Stoner is checking to see if we could start at 2PM, as well as other details such as beer pricing, bringing food, etc.

Kurt Kunttu brought up a discussion on league enlargement. Specifically bar locations in Morrissville / RDU Airport area to attract more Raleigh throwers. This would probably mean the league would need to go to two divisions and increase the dues to $20 per person per season. Wade suggested going to the league with a poll, to get a feel of the interest.

Kurt Kunttu and Bet Hutchins brought up rejoining the ADO. Everyone agreed it made sense and it would better publicize our league. Dee Marx wrote a check for $15.00 and Beth Hutchins is going to deliver it to Nancy Coley. Dawn Jeffcoat to reimburse Dee.

We then would need an ADO Representative. Kurt Kunttu volunteered for this duty for the remainder of his term, but it wouldn’t necessarily be the responsibility of the next incoming President. It could be any willing league member.

Wade made a motion for a standard for league election policies. He previously had e-mailed this to all board members. The policy would be as follows:

- Statistician: Responsible for the compilation of statistics and the 

communication of those statistics to the newsletter editor and webmaster ", 

and for conducting yearly elections, unless he or she is running for office, 

at which time the council will appoint an impartial electioneer."

"Yearly elections shall be conducted as follows:

Nominations

   - Nominations will begin the first Monday after the Mandatory 5th Week 

Captains Meeting.

   - Nominations shall be collected by the Statistician (or duly appointed 

electioneer) over a two-week period.  To become nominated, a league member 

must be in good financial standing with the league and verbally accept the 

nomination.

   - Incumbant officers do not need to be nominated, but must notify the 

Statistician during the nomination period whether or not they wish to re-run 

for office or run for a new office.

   - No league member may run for more than one office at a time.

Election

   - The election will be concluded via secret ballot two weeks after 

nominations are closed.

   - The Statistician will notify the league of the slate of candidates at 

least one-week prior to the election.

   - The Statistician will create a ballot containing all nominated 

candidates and submit it for review to the Executive Council.

   - Each team captain will be given the number of ballots equal to members 

on his/her team and will return the completed ballots to the Statistician.

   - Incomplete ballots will be accepted, however any individual positions 

receiving more than one vote per ballot will not be counted."

Second: Billy Hester. Vote: Passed Unanimously.

Beth Hutchins made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Second: Billy Hester. Vote: Passed Unanimously.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:30PM and I was able to get back to the Duke game. (Who scheduled the meeting during a Duke game anyway?)
