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Table Saw Workshop
Saturday January 25, 2002

TWA will be having a workshop on the table saw on January
25, 2003. We will be tuning up two different types of table
saws. One will be a contractor’s saw and the other will be a
cabinet saw. We will cover blade alignment with the miter
slot and fence, and reducing vibration. We will show how to
make zero clearance inserts. We will cover making a cross
cut sled (panel cutter for you “Normites”). Tips and tech-
niques will be covered with an emphasis on safety.

The workshop will be held at Hal Brown’s shop. It is located
at 7028 Carpenter Fire Station Road. That’s off Highway 55,
just north of the new Cary water tank. Cost is $25.00 per
person. Time: 8:30 am to 4:30 pm. A light lunch will be
provided.

Adobe Reader is
a FREE software program that allows you to read docu-
ments with a PDF extension. (Ex: Newsletter.PDF). The
program may be downloaded from www.adobe.com. You
should also ensure you have the most recent drivers for your
printer. This is especially important if you have recently up-
graded or significantly changed your computer, yet kept the
same printer you had before. If all else fails, please send an
email to trianglewoodworkers@yahoo.com describing your
system, and the error message or problem you receive. |
will do everything possible to help you to the best of my
knowledge.
