Minutes
April 22nd, 2005

Rick Cornell opened the meeting at 7:30 pm.
There were approximately 65 in attendance. Rick
will be serving as club President until a new Presi-
dent is selected in September.

There has been additional turnover on the execu-
tive board, and a request for a volunteer at large
board member to fill out remainder of Hal's term,
(September 2006) was made.

Rick McQuay has resigned his position as club
Vice President and Program Committee Chairman.
His work prevents him from fulfilling those respon-
sibilities in the manner he would like.

Will have 3 additional vacancies to fill on the board
this coming September. Members are encouraged
to volunteer and participate on the board.

Jeff Leimberger made an announcement regarding
the number of-inquiries about Frank Klausz work-
shops being held this October. Club policy states
members may register for workshops no earlier
than 2 months prior to the workshop. Due to the
response, Jeff indicated it might be necessary to
hold a lottery for the workshop to ensure everyone
has a fair chance to attend. Jeff indicated he is
looking for a shop capable of holding about 5 work-
benches. (Use of your shop ensures you have a
spot.) If one can not be found, then the workshops
will be more of a lecture format.

Bruce Wrenn showed a do-it-yourself jig made with
an inexpensive dial caliper to ensure your table
saw blade is perpendicular to table top.

Teri Masashi was the evening’s presenter and dis-
cussed several techniques for repairing / restoring
finishes. She opened her presentation with a slide
show containing pictures of her home, shop and a
number of antiques she has refinished and repro-
ductions she has made. She light heartedly stated
she had “moved up” from woodworking to refinish-
ing and finishing repair of antiques. She shared
anecdotal stories of customers reluctant to com-
mission the building of pieces, but completely will-
ing to pay for refinishing of sentimental pieces re-
gardless of the value of the piece itself.

Teri demonstrated several techniques including an
approach of beginning with the “least” intensive
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repair, trying to opt out of stripping whenever
possible. These techniques included using
Wool-Lube, a mild detergent, for cleaning a
piece, gel stain, burn sticks and epoxy sticks.

She emphasized stripping does not have to be
the first thought, and offered several rules of
thumb as to when to consider stripping and re-
finishing antiques versus repairing the finish.
Rough rule of thumb. 1850 or earlier Do not strip
and refinish. Anything newer is a matter of per-
sonal aesthetics. If you don't know how old a
piece is — find out!

The meeting concluded at approximately 8: 50
pm.

Clogged Forstner Bits

| have a number of Forstner bits made by various
manufacturers. And I've noticed that some of the
bits tend to clog with wood chips more than others
do, especially in the larger sizes. This is annoying
because you have to stop the drill and clean out
the bit

When | started comparing the bits, | discovered
that the "mouth" of the bits weren't all the same.
On the bits that clogged, the sides of the mouth
were nearly parallel. On the other bits, the mouth
tapered out toward the top to eject the chips
cleanly.

In order to create more room for the chips, | modi-
fied bits that clogged by "opening" up the mouth.
To do this, file or grind back the top edges of the
opening, see drawings. There's one thing to watch
out for. Just be sure you don't file or grind any of
the cutting edges of the bit.

Profile Sanding Block
| have to admit there are certain things about woodworking that | enjoy more than others. But like a lot of wood-
workers, one of my least favorite jobs is sanding. That's why I'm always looking for a better way to do it. Especially
when I'm sanding moldings.

When cleaning up moldings (like V-grooves or roundovers) with sandpaper, the problem is getting the sandpaper
to conform to the moldings profile. So | needed to find a way to hold the sandpaper to match the shape. The nice
thing is, you don't need to buy a detail sander to do this. What | use is a hand sander with interchangeable heads. |
make several heads to match different molding profiles, see the photo.

To make changing the heads easy, | like to use Velcro® strips to attach them to the handle, see the drawing at left.
Just stick a piece of the "hook" material to the handle and a piece of "loop" material to the heads. Then attach a
piece of self-adhesive sandpaper to the profile edge. Now you have a handy block that makes profile sanding a lot

less tedious.
