Comment: These are the first MIG-15's of the Fourth Division (which
is based at Mukden) to be observed in the Korean border ares since mide
Ootober. If the Fourth Division moves to Antung without replecing any of
the CCAF units now thers, the number of MIG- 18's based at airfields near
the Koregn border would increase to nearly four hundrede

involving in one case 12 and in another 16 aircreft. One flight from
Antung was conduoted over Korea. Mention is also mede of the "First

Comments These messages provide further confirmation that Korean
personnelerc being trained in high-performance jet aircraft, and that
some apparently have progressed to the point where they ere able to
make flights into the ocombat zone. Additionally, this is the first
mention of a North Korean MIG-15 division.
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
