6. ‘Chinese division in Korea gives ammunition priority-over
food:  An iIntercept of a message from a Chinese Communist unit,
; probably the 7th Artillery Division, said: "Please immediately
; stop all food shipments, No matter how you obtain it you '
must concentrate all efforts on the obtaining of five thousand
- rounds of ammunition and five hundred barrels of gasoline by
i the end of the month. The supply depot has already shipped
: three thousand of the ten thousand rounds allotted." (SUEDE

Comment: In the absence of other offensive indications,
this urgent message setting a deadline for ammunition re~supply
may merely indicate that this artillery division 18 seeking to
maintain its basic load.
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
